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Planners require EIRs for developments

Numerous, impassioned
pleas made over the past
several months for full
Environmental Impact
Reports (EIR) on both
Callahan Estates and the
Winters Highlands hous-
ing projects apparently
did not fall on deaf ears as
the Winters Planning
Commission narrowly ap-
proved motions to require
them.

Since early in the year,
community members have
attended the planning
commission meetings to
voice their opposition to
the proposed mitigated
negative declarations
prepared by city staff for
both projects. Concerns
about environmental,
traffic, school, and air
quality impacts, as well as
those related to parks and

growth rates were aired
repeatedly, as meetings
were continued and the
planners awaited studies.
Those concerns and a de-
sire to know the full ex-
tent of the impacts of the
projects prompted com-
missioners Joe McCabe,
Al Vallecillo and Jack
Graf to vote yes on the two
separate motions to re-
quire EIRs, made at the
Tuesday, June 22 meeting.
Commission co-chair Don
Jordan and commissioner
Joe Tramontana voted no
on both motions. Commis-
sion chairman Ed Cham-
poux was not present at
the meeting.

Callahan Estates is a
119-unit subdivision on
26.4 acres, located east of
Silver Ridge Estates and
north to Shirley Rominger
Intermediate School. Win-
ters Highlands is a 378
unit project on 88.5 acres
that also includes a 64-

The city council meets at
7:30 p.m. in council cham-
bers at City Hall.

All community members
are welcome to attend the
meeting.

unit apartment complex
on 4.1 acres and a 9.7 acre
park site. That project is
located northwest along
Moody  Slough Road,
north of Valley Oak Drive
and west to Shirley
Rominger Intermediate
School.

At the May planning
commission meeting, pub-
lic hearings on both pro-
jects were continued
pending completion of
water and traffic studies.
On June 22, City Engineer
Nick Ponticello gave an
overview of the water and
traffic studies.

Discussing traffic, Pon-
ticello told the commis-
sioners the traffic study
was not final, but in draft
form. He said the report
looked at scenarios relat-
ing to public safety and
traffic congestion and in-
cluded data from four
proposed projects: Win-
ters Highlands, Callahan

Estates, Ogando-Hudson
and Creekside. The report
included existing traffic
impacts, impacts with the
proposed projects and the
cumulative effects of the
projects.

The Grant and Railroad
Avenue intersection was
originally included as be-
ing impacted, but Ponti-
cello noted that a signal
project is already under-
way. Other intersections
that would be impacted
included West Main at
Grant Avenue, where a
signal would be required,
the south and northbound
offramps at Interstate 505
and Highway 128 (Grant
Avenue), Walnut and
Grant, Valley Oak and
Grant, Niemann at Rail-
road and Railroad Avenue
at Main Street. In addi-
tion, roadway segments
were evaluated.

In addition to traffic im-
pacts, pedestrian counts

and accident history were
included in the report.

Mitigation measures
that would be required in
the “near term” according
to Ponticello, would be at
the Walnut Lane and
Grant Avenue intersec-
tion, especially where dri-
vers head southbound on
Walnut Lane to turn left
onto Grant Avenue. The
second near term mitiga-
tion would be at the north-
bound offramp at Inter-
state 505 onto State High-
way 128 (Grant Avenue)
into Winters.

Ponticello said the Wal-
nut Lane mitigation could
include installation of a
signal.

“That’s not as simple as
just putting up a signal,”
cautioned Ponticello, who
said the intersection does
not meet the Caltrans war-
rants for signalization.

The other option would
include only allowing a

right-hand turn onto
Grant Avenue from Wal-
nut Lane. That option,
also, would be problemat-
ic, said Ponticello, due to
the convergence of Dutton
and East Street onto Grant
Avenue.

He discussed the circu-
lation element, which
calls for Walnut Lane to
become a cul de sac, with
Railroad Avenue and Dut-
ton Streets as the exits.

With regard to signaliza-
tion at the Interstate 505
exit, near the overpass,
McCabe said it sounded
like the intersection near
Genentech, which has sev-
eral skid marks.

“It’'s dangerous to have a
stoplight at the bottom of
anoverpass,” he said.

Vallecillo asked how co-
operative Caltrans is with
the city. Ponticello said he
has had some success, but

that he knew they would
object to the *“signaliza-
tion of unwarranted areas
of the state highway.”

Vallecillo noted that
mitigation for build-out of
all the projects included
six or seven signals.
Ponticello said yes, but
only two would be
required in the near term
with the two proposed
projects.

In discussion of the
cumulative impact of the
General Plan build-out,
Ponticello said the traffic
study identified impact at
the Railroad Avenue and
Main Street intersection,
since the General Plan
called for the intersection
to operate at a level of
service “B.” In order to
achieve that level of serv-
ice, the intersection
would require a signal.

Asked by Tramontana
about the impact of cars
turning in and out of
Town & Country Market,
Ponticello said the traffic
study could not analyze a
private enterprise.

In addition to traffic
mitigations, Ponticello
suggested several ideas
including “pork chop
islands” and a lighted
crosswalk, to alleviate the
danger to pedestrians
who cross Grant Avenue
at Morgan Street to get to
the market. Caltrans
opposed a signal at that
intersection as well, he
said.

He said although the
pedestrian impacts are
not identified under
CEQA, negotiations are
underway to ask the
developers of the pro-
posed projects to fund the
final project.

With regard to the water
study, Ponticello said it
also addressed the supply
and demand conditions
for Callahan, Winters
Highlands, Ogando-
Hudson and the Creekide
Estates projects.

Ponticello said the
study’s “basic conclusion
is that there’s plenty of
water out there to serve
these projects.”

He said the pumping
requirements for the
projects would only be
about 80 percent of the
1990 pumping rates
“using the best available
data.”

In order to address con-
cern about water in the
future, he said the city
would ask the developers
of both projects to
advance funds in order to
begin an Urban Water
Management Plan, which
is required by the state
when water usage reach-
es 3,000 acre feet in the
city. With the two pro-
posed developments, the
city will have reached
approximately 2,600 acre
feet.

When the public hear-
ing was opened, Jordan
asked for comment only
on the Development
Agreement, water or traf-
fic issues.

Pierre Neu spoke first.
He asked the commission-
ers to follow the General
Plan and supported a
recent suggestion by Graf
that the city should hire
someone to follow up and
ensure that the develop-
ers are living up to all the
agreements made with
the city.

Noting that the city staff
is currently over taxed
and that the developers

probably have a staff larg-
er than the city, he sug-
gested that funding for
the position be paid
directly into the General
Fund and not tied to the
position.

“The character of
Winters is at stake.”

David Cliche spoke in
favor of the Callahan
project. He said he works
for the city of VVacaville in
the planning department,
and said Hofmann is one
of the few developers that
will enter into agree-
ments with the city and
fulfill them as a member
of the community.

He said Hofmann is
based in Fairfield and
Concord and “they are
here to stay.”

“They are trying to
enter into agreements
with the city for the bet-
terment of the communi-
ty.”

He noted that the miti-
gation measures include
phasing in the construc-
tion and agreed with that.

“We don’t want to see it
grow out of control.”

Cynthia Cummings
spoke out of concern for
the children that will be
enrolled in Winters
schools. She said when
she moved to Winters
recently, there was con-
cern that there was no
room for her son at the
high school. She asked
the commissioners to con-
sider the needs of the
children and the schools.

Leslie Cliche spoke in
support of the Callahan
project, noting that she
had read through the pro-
posal and what the city
was asking from the
developer was very fair.

She spoke of the need
for more move-up housing
in Winters for people
already in the community.

“We have friends look-
ing for a larger home that
have been here for many,
many years.”

Tim Caro questioned
the Foothill Associates
biological study, noting
that the researchers did
not spend a long enough
time in the field.

“if they only come one
time then they will miss a
lot of species that aren’t
present,” he said.

He was concerned
about the existence of
special status species on
the site and listed rap-
tors, Burrowing owls, ver-
nal pools and other biota
as those who could have
habitat there. He said an
EIR would solve the prob-
lem.

Tom Moore, a biologist
who lived near the
Callahan project said he
frequently sees listed
species in the area. He
agreed that an EIR should
be conducted so the com-
mission could make a
more informed decision.

“l have seen young
Burrowing owls out
there,” he said.

Marcia Gibbs was con-
cerned that the traffic
study was a “less than
comprehensive report”
and wanted to see the
final draft. She asked
what the project would do
to existing traffic patterns
and noted that the report
did not list the total num-
ber of trips that would be
added. By her calcula-
tions, 6,396 would be
added, over what current-
ly exists.

She also questioned the
number of intersections
that will have a level of
service “D,” the lack of
pedestrian impacts listed,
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and lack of a list of bike-
able and walkable
streets.

Jeff Hesemeyer ques-
tioned the findings of the
negative declaration ver-
sus a letter from biologist
Shawn Smallwood. He
agreed that there was an
inadequate investigation
of the environmental
impact.

“A negative declaration
is not the same as an
EIR,” said Hesemeyer,
who noted that the city
should not give up habi-
tat.

“The richness of our
community has to do with
its environment,” he said.

He asked why the
Callahan property was
recently disked and
drainage ditches bull-
dozed and covered over.

“Was this a preemptive
strike at destroying habi-
tat?” he asked.

Hesemeyer proposed
placement of an undevel-
oped zone, with only
native species, to run
through any developed
area.

Dianne Beaton
addressed the jobs/hous-
ing ratio, saying it was
very important to those
who created the General
Plan that Winters not
become a community of
commuters. She said the
issue of what kind of jobs
and the number of jobs

would be brought to
Winters was not
addressed.

She also pointed out
that traffic on Anderson
Avenue is now second
only to Hemenway Street
in the number of daily
trips. She said Anderson
Avenue is a neighborhood
of small families who are
already impacted.

Beaton went on to tell
the commissioners the
consequences of new
development, which went
unspoken in the water
study, was water meters.

“Can you say ‘water
meters?’” she asked,
encouraging the Express
to get the words down.
“The mitigating factor for
those who live here will
be water meters.”

She asked Cliche if he
had moved here from
Vacaville because living
there had become
unbearable.

“Fairfield and Concord
are not local. Hofmann
will not make our commu-
nity better.”

Kevin Jackson told the
commissioners that the
text and diagrams in the
General Plan are not con-
sistent. He questioned the
lack of parks in the city
and the fact that Callhan
is not going to build any
parks. On the same note,
he asked who would
widen Grant Avenue and

the Interstate 505 over-
pass, saying the city is
“putting all transporta-
tion infrastructure on the
backs of future develop-
ment.”

Ralph Hensley spoke in
favor of the Callahan
project, saying no local
person was able to do the
kind of development that
needs to be done.

“He stands behind his
work,” said Hensley of
the Callahan builder.

He said Hofmann is a
good employer and has a
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good training program for
young workers.

“Not all kids can work
on computers. Somebody
has to pick up a hammer
and nail.”

Two representatives
from the carpenter’s
union spoke on behalf of
the Hofmann company,
citing its carpenter
apprentice programs. One
noted that when he was
asked to come and speak
on behalf of the Callahan

Winters Planning Com-
mission must be com-
mended for their thought-
ful and measured decision
to vote last week for an En-
vironmental Impact Re-
port on the Callaghan and
an EIR on the Winters
Highland development
projects. There are so
many issues that need
more thorough and care-
ful investigation includ-
ing traffic congestion,
open space, schooling, wa-
ter, sewage, noise, and nat-
ural resources. With
queries, questions, com-
plaints having been
voiced by the Winters
Community on every sin-
gle one of these issues, it
was absolutely correct to
slow the pace. In essence
this summarizes what
Jack Graf put so succinctly
before he cast his vote.

Take, for example, just one
issue, the effects of proposed
development on the biology
of this grassland habitat. One
party says that there are
grounds for a negative decla-
ration, another says that
there are many species of
concern that will be adverse-
ly affected by hundreds of
houses being built on that
land. How do we discover
which is correct? Obviously
we need athird, independent
biological inventory carried
out by a new qualified team
of biologists.

Why is it important to
know what is there? Soci-

t was a good decision

ety in which we live values
threatened and endan-
gered species and the law
demands that mitigation
measures are taken to pro-
tect these species. But un-
til we know what species
are there, correct mitiga-
tion procedures cannot be
implemented. Do the de-
velopers need to create
wetlands, and on what
soil? We won’t know that
until we know which am-
phibian and invertebrate
species of special concern
currently occupy the ver-
nal pools thatwill be erad-
icated by this develop-
ment. The same applies to
birds and so on. Remem-
ber burrrowing owls don’t
just fly away when the doz-
ers move in, they fail to re-
produce and die. They
have nowhere to go be-
cause what remains of
their preferred habitat is
very limited and filled by
other (territorial) owls.
The need for a proper bio-
logical inventory is instruc-
tive because on the only two
issues where pairs of studies
have been conducted, natur-
al resources and traffic, the
reports reached radically
different conclusions. And
thisisexactlywhat EIR’s step
in. They were set up to deter-
mine exactly what the nature
of the consequences of devel-
opment projects will be
through thoughtful and care-
ful investigation. Well done
Planning Commission!

A QUICK
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THE DEVELOLPER MIGHT BE RIGHT. It’s not of-
ten that | agree with a developer, but requiring the
Callahan development to do a full blown Environ-
mental Impact Report (EIR) doesn’t seem fair.
Thisdevelopment of 119 homes is an in-fill project
and fits into our General Plan without amend-
ments. Their only sin was trying to get their site
map approved at the same time Winters Highlands
was trying to get their large housing project ap-
proved.

The Callahan Estates appeal hearing, before
the city council, is scheduled for Tuesday, July 6,
at 7:30. This project is more in line with the kind of
housing projects we have had in the past. In-fill
housing on a small scale. I'm not sure what our an-
nual growth rate should be, somewhere around
three percent should be about right, but projects
around a hundred homes makes it easy to control
our growth. We have around 2,200 homes right now
and if it takes a couple of years to build a hundred
homes, that seems like a good pace to me..

Winters Highlands is another matter. Itis the
largest subdivision to come through the doors of
City Hall that has a chance of being built. High-
lands is proposing 378 homes and 64 apartment
units. They have proposed paying their fair share
to the schools, offered to build a new police/fire
station along with other perks for the city. The pro-
jectalso encompasses wetlands, uncultivated
habitat, and will impact traffic and our water sys-
tem.

The Highlands project should be built, but re-
quiring an EIR was the right thing to do. Hopefully
the EIR will tell us what needs to be mitigated and
how. We’ve required other projects to do EIRs and
the data has helped us understand the conse-
quences growth has on our community.

I was hoping our city council would amend the
General Plan’s housing element and add an annu-
al percentage cap before some super development
showed up at our door, lawyers in hand, telling us
we have to let them build. The added advantage to
having Winters Highlands do an EIR is that it gives
us time to decide how fast we want to grow, in writ-
ing. The real question about Winters Highlands is
how many years will it take to build out the pro-
ject. The developers would like to build as fast as
possible, maybe finishing the project in six years.
If they build after Callahan and take 10 years to
build out, | don’t think they would be getting the
flack they are getting now, but | may be wrong.
Some people just don’'t want another home builtin
Winters.

There are huge developments banging on City
Hall’s door as you read this, rumored at over 2,000
homes. I usually laugh at people who say we are
going to double our population by 2010, because |
don’t think we could grow that fast if we wanted
too. I don’t think it’s unreasonable to plan to dou-
ble in size every 30 years or so, with a consistent
growth pattern. It’s the years when we don’t grow
at all that affects our business district and our
sense of community, not the spikes in our popula-
tion.

For some perspective, we've tripled in size
over the last 35 years and | think Wintersisa
healthy community because of the new people and
business that have moved to Winters. A town is
like a business, if you're not growing you're
shrinking. Our infrastructure continues to need
repairs, our employees salaries need to keep up
with inflation and we should be taking at least our
share of the area’s growth, which is just under two
percent per year.

While the cities around us have experienced
explosive growth over the last 35 years, we’ve done
a pretty good job of maintaining the small town
feel we’ve always enjoyed. As Davis, Woodland
and Vacaville continue to add thousands of peo-
ple, we can add a few hundred at a time and still
be the smallest, and best city to live in, around.

Growth is an importantissue for all ofusand |
hope we can continue the discussion and debate.
If you want to know what a great community we
live in, just talk to a city councilman. And that’s my
point. There aren’t that many cities where you can
talk to a city councilman and actually have them
listen to you.

Whether you’re following the growth issue in
the Express, on cable TV or in person, keep up the
good work.

project, he was happy to
do so.

Charlie Rominger said
he still disagreed with the
1990 assumptions in the
water study. He said in or-
der to feel confident that
there was enough water
available, test holes
should be drilled on the
development property to
see if there is water in the
underground strata.

He also suggested that
the developers be re-
quired to acquire the land
for the future Wastewater
Treatment Facility expan-
sion, not just put up the

money.
“Four-point-four per-
cent is an incredible

growth rate for the city of
Winters,” Rominger said,
asking that the commis-
sioners consider a more
reasonable rate such as
the national average of 1.2
percent.

“Whether or not Hof-
mann is a nice guy is im-
material to the whole de-
velopment,” said Michael
Savona. “The debate is
what the impact of these
projects will be on the city
of Winters.”

After stating that the
projects without a doubt
needed to have an EIR, he
objected to the three-
minute time limit for
speakers, calling it “in-
sulting” to those who put
in time and effort to pre-
pare information, such as
Jackson.

Ann Melly said Winters
is at a crossroads, and can
choose to keep a small
town lifestyle or choose to
go in adifferentdirection.

“There’s no going back
once growth happens,”
she said.

Although she could re-
late to the idea of grown
children wanting to move
back to Winters, she said
the current Winters resi-
dents could end up becom-
ing the “disenfranchised
population.”

“l don’t want to be blud-
geoned into a new way of
life.”

David Springer asked why
the West Central Master Plan,
which included the Winters
Highlands and Callahan pro-
jects, the Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter Day Saints
site and Carter ranch, was be-
ing rescinded.

He also questioned the
impacts to the Wastewater
Treatment Facility.

Callahan representative
Jim Hildenbrandt said his
project conforms to the
General Plan and the pro-
ject includes sewer alter-
natives and traffic mitiga-
tion.

“We have addressed
parks,” he said, noting
that the city was more in-
terested in trying to devel-
op sports parks.

He noted that the devel-
opment agreement was be-
ing negotiated and includ-
ed payment of Level Three
fees ($6.20 per square foot)
to the school district. He
asked the staff to prepare
the resolution and the
commissioners to move
forward.

McCabe appreciated the
work that was done, but
said he believed if an EIR
was not done, the project
would go to the courts. He
moved to continue the pro-
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ject and require an EIR.
Vallecillo seconded.

Tramontana asked why
an EIR is necessary and
asked what would be the
difference between an
EIR and a negative decla-
ration.

McCabe said a negative de-
claration is not an environ-
mental document.

Tramontana asked if the
Development Agreement
would address the issues Mc-
Cabe and Vallecillo were
concerned about.

He was told that the Devel-
opment Agreement would
stay in place, but the develop-
ers may not choose to agree
with it.

Jordan asked if the reports
would be revised for an EIR
orwould they go to adifferent
organization to get informa-
tion.

Contract planner Heidi
Tschudin said if the com-
missioners asked for an
EIR, they needed to ad-
dress which studies they
found inadequate.

“Which reports need to
be addressed, and how?”
she asked.

“Whatwill change?” Jor-
dan asked.

McCabe noted that an
air quality report would
be included. Vallecillo
said an EIR is a compre-
hensive study.

“It's designed from the
top to the bottom, not like
what’s going on now,” he
said, calling the current
studies “patchwork.”

He said he would rather
err on the side of an EIR.

“l want to know what I’'m
trading for,” he said.
“There are too many un-
knowns.”

Tramontana asked why
the others wanted to wait

and see if “some little
thing turns up.”
“We could vote right

now. If we don’t like it, we
justvote onit.”

Again, Jordan asked
what the difference in the
studies would be.

McCabe said an EIR is
the way to find out about
all the impacts.

“In my opinion, this pro-
ject is going to happen.
But | want to see the miti-
gation done correctly,” he
said.

“Isn’t that already being
done?” asked Jordan.

“The reports differ,”
said McCabe.

At that point, the attorney
for the Callahan project
asked for a point of order. He
asked that a distinction be
made between the Callahan
Estate project and the Win-
ters Highlands project.

He said there were “no
comments made by Small-
wood with regard to Calla-
han.”

Graf said the parties
should all work together
to “do what’s best for Win-
ters, long and shortterm.”

He said he had a person-
al bias toward affordable
housing, and that the only
way the city will get it is
through development. He
also wanted to see traffic
issues addressed. He en-

couraged everyone to sit
down and make compro-
mises.

The commissioners
agreed to hold some sort of
a scoping meeting to decide
what to include in the EIR.

Winters Highlands

Winters Highlands rep-
resentative Dennis Wilson
said he was willing to
forego the public com-
ment period and assume
that the commissioners
would ask for an EIR on
that project as well.

“We reserve the right to re-
spectfully disagree with the
decision,” he said, noting
that they stood behind the
negative declaration pre-
pared for the project.

Audience members still
asked for a chance to speak.

Catherine Portman
spoke on behalf of the Bur-
rowing Owl Preservation
Society. She asked for a
full EIR and said the study
done by Foothill Associ-
ates was not as thorough
and comprehensive as oth-
er studies.

She said she has heard re-
ports of as many as six to
eight Burrowing Owls being
seen on the site. According
to Portman, the season dur-
ing which a study is done is
very important.

“Now would be the
height of the season,” she
said, noting that there is a
six and one-half acre mini-
mum habitat requirement
per bird or pair.

She noted that the prop-
erty has already been
disked and burned and
that the Department of
Fish and Game has been to
the site.

Gary Douglas said he se-
riously doubted that fund-
ing offered would be suffi-
cient to mitigate for
schools. Due to his con-
cern about school impacts
he asked the commision-
ers to “complete a more
detailed study with regard
to schools.”

Amy Roberts said she
wanted to see more study
on schools and parks.

“Not that I'm against
growth because growth is
what brought me here,”
she said.

She asked that the city
stick to its General Plan
and said the park on the
Winters Highlands project
should be a community
park, not an apartment
park.

William Spalding said
he was concerned that the
negative declaration did
not include data on police
and fire service “specifi-
cally response times.”

He asked for comparisons
of levels of service, response
times, incidents, crime rate
and other data between what
currently exists and what
would happen after the de-
velopment.

Spalding noted that the
fire department is primar-
ily made up of volunteers
and is short staffed.

Tim Caro renewed his
request for a third, inde-
pendent biological study.

Lisa Rocca questioned the
impact of the development
on a Wastewater Treatment
Facility that is already al-
most at capacity. She noted
there is room for another 100
houses before expansion is
necessary. She also asked
that the apartments be
moved back to the other side
of the development where
they were originally sup-
posed to go. She noted that
the plan originally called for
three acres of open space
and 17.5 acres of park space.

Lonnie Vigil said com-
munity parks are neces-
sary in addition to a re-
gional sports park, be-
cause young children
would not be able to get to
aregional sports park that
is located on the outskirts
of town. He said according
to the General Plan, the
city should have 45 acres
of parks right now, but it

only has eight.

He was concerned that
having the park adjacent
to an apartment complex
would create “a sense of
turf and be more difficult
to monitor.”

Tom Moore spoke in fa-
vor of an EIR for the pro-
ject.

Vallecillo moved to con-
tinue the project and ask
for an EIR, McCabe sec-
onded the motion.

During further discus-
sion the commssioners
agreed to ask for separate
EIRs for each project, but
to ask for a report of the
cumulative impacts of all
pending developments.

During the meeting Bob
Thompson also addressed
the planning commission
regarding conversion of
the Winters Townhomes
project from apartments
to condominiums.

31 Main Street), featuring
avariety of artists, and Los
Pintores gallery (311 First
Street) also participate.
Los Pintores features
three artists, Dave Arguel-
lo, Jack Wills and more of
Weatherford’s work.

Artwalk maps are avail-
able at any of the galleries
and Putah Creek Café, and
the route includes Main
Street, Railroad Avenue
and First Street.

Childress says the Art-
walk got started in Octo-
ber of last year and begin-
ning in January of this
year, have become a regu-
larly scheduled event.
Word of the local attrac-
tion is catching on. She
says attendance is steady,
and the number of people
visiting seems to increase
alittle each month.

“It’'s been a great com-
munity effort. It takes the
whole community to make
that happen.”

While she is happy to see
people getting out to see art,
Childress credits the efforts
of the local artists in mak-
ing it happen atall.

“All these new artists cre-
ated it,” says Childress. “By
all of us putting our energy
together, we make a bigger
noise.”

All of the artwork on dis-
play at the Artwalk is also
available for purchase,
says Childress. So, in addi-
tion to getting out and just
enjoying art, if there’s a
piece that someone really
falls in love with, no prob-
lem. He or she can buy it
and take it home. There is
a variety of work on dis-
play — everything from
traditional watercolor
landscapes to modern
mixed media — so there’s
something for everyone.

Above all, Childress points
out that the galleries and the
Artwalk enrich the entertain-
ment options for both resi-
dents and visitors to Winters.
The galleries are all only
steps away from restaurants,
pubs and The Palms. She en-
courages the community to
come down to the galleries
and see what's there.

“You’ll have a good time,
and get out and enjoy your
own community.”

Rebecca Ryland, whose
work is featured at both
the Blue Hills Gallery and
the Main Street Gallery,
says she loves coming to
the Winters Artwalk as a
participant.

“It's a blast. You meetall
these different people,”
says Ryland, who enjoys
making an afternoon of
the Artwalk by going out to
lunch too.

Childress says the gal-
leries that have opened in
Winters so far are just a
beginning, and hopes to
see more spring up. The

July 4th Holiday Weekend Boating Safety Tips

Nearly 20 percent of all
boating accidents in Cal-
ifornia occur during the
three Summer holiday
weekends of Memorial
Day, July 4t and Labor
Day. As Independence
day approaches, the De-
partment of Boating and
Waterways (DBW) is issu-
ing a reminder to
boaters to stay safe in the
water.

Most boating accidents
are caused by operator
inattention, inexperi-
ence, and speeding. Col-
lisions are the most com-
mon type of boating acci-
dent and operator inex-
perience and inattention
are the leading causes.
Remembering a few sim-
ple boating rules of the
road, such as keeping a
sharp lookout for other
boat traffic, can help
prevent collisions on
congested waterways.

“Many of these rules
are similar to those of
cars,” said DBW Director
Raynor Tsuneyoshi.
“Stay to the right side of
channels. In a crossing
situation, the person on
the right has the right of

way. When you meet an-
other boat head-on, each
boater should alter
course to the right.”

In congested areas, in-
toxicated operators and
passengers can increase
the already high risk of
accident. Alcohol and
boating can be a deadly
mix, especially when
combined with stressors
in the marine environ-
ment, such as sun, glare,
wind, heat, and boat and
engine noise. Last year,
21% of boating fatalities
were alcohol related,
and half of those who
died were passengers
whose intoxication con-
tributed to their deaths.

River recreationists
should be aware that in
some areas the water is
still cold from Ilate
snowmelt. The current
may be swift, strong and
not always visible. River
conditions can change
quickly due to weather
and water releases, re-
sulting in increased dan-
ger. California’s rivers
and lakes have rocky bot-
toms and sudden drop-
offs, a combination that

has led to children
drowning in as little as
four feet of water.

The dangers of expo-
sure to carbon monoxide
(CO) from boat engine ex-
haust have been the sub-
ject of recent safety cam-
paigns by the Depart-
ment and by the U. S.
Coast Guard, following
the emergence of a popu-
lar and dangerous fad,
known as “teak” or
“drag” surfing: holding
onto the swim platform
(where CO can accumu-
late) of an underway ves-
sel and letting go to
bodysurf the wake. Do-
ing so over even a short
period of time has led to
fainting resulting in
drownings in the boating
environment.

Parents shold keep a
watchful eye on children
playing in or around the
water, and are advised to
put life jackets on little
ones when they’re wad-
ing as an added safety
measure. When boating,
children under the age
of 12 must wear their life
jackets when aboard a
boat 26 feet long or

smaller, while the vessel
isunder way.

Adults should also
take precautions for
their own safety in a

commonly seen accident
scenario, parents insure
the children are wearing
life jackets, but neglect
to wear life jackets them-
selves, instead relying
on their swimming abili-
ty to keep them safe.

Swimming out too far,
or attempting to retrieve
gear in the water, and be-
ing swept away by cur-
rents, are all scenarios
when the persons would
have survived if they had
been wearing their life
jackets.

The July 4th weekend
could be safer thisyear if
boaters remember to
maintain a proper look-
out, wear their life jack-
ets, and watch the alco-
hol.

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DEAR DR. DONOHUE: |
am a 76-year-old woman
and have had annual Pap
smears for the past 25 years.
Nothing was ever found on
them. Can | stop having
these smears done? The ex-
amination has always been
painful for me.—B.D.

ANSWER: Differentadvi-
sory groups have different
guidelines on the age at
which a woman can safely
stop having Pap smears.
One group says that a
woman can stop having the
test done at age 65 if her
previous three tests have
been normal and if no sus-
picious findings were seen
in the prior 10 years. The
chances that such a woman
would ever have cervical
cancer are remote.

A different group abides
by the above but uses the
age of 69 as the time when
no more testing need be
done.

A third expert panel sets
the age for stopping at 75.
You are atan age when even
the most stringent guide-
lines would let you stop the
test. Talk with your doctor.
He or she might have a good
reason for wanting the test
continued.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My question has to do with
fingernails. My friends

thin nails that split and are
ugly. Why does this happen?
What can we do for it? —

ANSWER: Brittle, split-
ting nails often result from
repeated wetting and dry-
ing. Nails swell when wet
and shrink when dry. It's
very similar to the effect
that freeze-thaw cycles
have on cement. Those cy-

cles produce cracks in the
cement. Ask anyone who
drives on northern high-
ways what happens to them
after even a single winter
season. That's what’s hap-
pening to your nails.

Wear rubber gloveswhen
you are washing dishes,
scrubbing floors or doing
anything that requires
plunging the hands into wa-
ter.

Planned moisturizing
protects nails and keeps
them strong. After a show-
er, a bath or hand washing,
coat the nails with a light
layer of  moisturizing
cream. Petroleum jelly is
fine. If you want a brand-
name product, Aquaphor
ointmentisagood choice. It
is not the only choice, and
you’ll find many moisturiz-
ers on the shelves of all
drugstores.

When filing nails, do so
only in one direction and
use the fine-grade side of
the file. Use nail-polish re-
mover sparingly. After us-
ing it, wash the hands and
apply moisturizer immedi-
ately. Some doctors advise
taking biotin, a B vitamin.
Neither gelatin nor calci-
um strengthens nails.

It takes six months for a
nail to grow from its base to
its tip, so be patient and
don’t expect overnight re-
sults.

Seguridad en licencias de indocumentados

Lamayoriade los cali-
fornianos percibe alos in-
migrantes como traba-
jadoresy honestos, pero
cree que el temade lase-
guridad es fundamental
paraque a éstos se les
otorgue licencias de con-
ducir, revel6 unaencues-
ta. De acuerdo con el son-
deo que difunde el con-
sultor independiente
David Binder, el 88% de
los encuestados consid-
eraalos indocumentados
como personas trabajado-
ras, honestas, dignas de
confianzay que ayudan a
la economia. No obstante,
el 63% de los encuestados
respondi6 que el gober-
nador Arnold
Schwarzenegger hizo lo
correcto al revocar laley
que habria otorgado li-
cencias a los indocumen-
tados desde el pasado 1
de enero.

De hecho, el 50% de los
802 encuestados en mayo,
opindé que la ley de licen-
cias paraindocumenta-
dos que propone el
senador demodcrata Gil
Cedillo; facilitariaalos
terroristas conseguir doc-
umentos validos de iden-
tidad a nivel nacional.
Pero aun asi, el 54% de los
consultados indicé que
apoyarialaley de Cedillo,
debido a que el legislador
esta proponiendo una ex-
tensaserie de medidas de
seguridad como requisi-
tos a los indocumentados.

Aunque el 59% de los en-
cuestados manifest6 que
las licencias propor-

cionarian a los inmi-
grantes indocumentados
la posibilidad de obtener
una identidad legal en el
pais, el 63% cree que las
licencias también ayu-
darian a las agencias del
orden a encontrar crimi-
nales.

Dan Savage, vocero del
senador, indic6 que los
resultados de esa encues-
ta demuestran sentimien-
tos encontrados sobre la
propuesta de ley SB-1160,
pero tiende a demostrar
que lainiciativa tendria
aprobacién publica con
una escasa mayoria.

Esa encuesta no se real-
izo con el objetivo de in-
fluir en el gobernador,
pero sus resultados po-
drian favorecer la
aprobacion de la propues-
tade ley e indican que el
publico necesita conocer
un poco mas acercade las
medidas de seguridad
que expone la medida,
sostuvo Savage. De acuer-
do con Cedillo, la
aprobacionde laley de li-
cencias para indocumen-
tados depende en buena
parte en que se de-
muestre que la matricula
consular, un documento
de identidad para los
mexicanos que
viven fuerade su pais, de-
muestre que es confiable
en términos de seguridad.

Como lagran mayoriade
los indocumentados que
viven en California son
originarios de México, las
matriculas seria el docu-
mento que mas usarian

parasolicitar licencias,
pero por ser extranjeras
requieren laaprobacion
del gobierno californi-
ano.

Margita Thomson, por-
tavoz del gobernador
Schwarzenegger, indicé
que el gobierno de Cali-
fornia analiza los aspec-
tos de seguridad de las
matriculas pero adn no ha
emitido una decision al
respecto. Por su parte
Alejandra Bologna, con-
sul de México en Sacra-
mento, presentd una do-
cena de medidas de se-
guridad que tienen esos
documentos a un repre-
sentante legal del Depar-
tamento de Vehiculos Mo-
torizados (DMV), la ofici-
na que expediria las li-
cencias.

Las matriculas tienen cu-
atro medidas de seguri-
dad que se pueden apre-
ciar a simple vista y ocho
mas que so6lo se ven medi-
ante un equipo lector,
como los que usan agen-
cias de policiay de sheriff
en muchos municipios de
California, sefald la con-
sul. Dijo que en una con-
versacion con represen-
tantes del DMV expuso la
forma de leer los aspectos
de seguridad del docu-
mento. De acuerdo con
Cedillo, si el DMV confir-
ma que las matriculas son
aceptables y cumple los
requisitos de seguridad,
seria méas facil que
Schwarzenegger firme la
ley de licencias, que, ase-
gura, sera aprobada en la
legislatura.
