Library shelves need more books
�Winters Friends of the
Library contribute $50,000
to purchase library books

The campaign to put new books
on the shelves of the new Winters
Community Library got a big
boost with a recent $50,000 dona-
tion from Winters Friends of the
Library (WFoL).   

“With the generous donation
from WFoL, $10,000 from the
Yocha-De-He Community Fund
(the Rumsey Band), and another
$25,000 from members of the
community, we are three-quar-
ters of the way to our goal of
$100,000,” reported Janice Koch,
library fund co-chair. “Raising
the last $25,000 by the end of the
year will help us fill the shelves
of the new library.”

According to County Librarian
Patty Wong, there is 50 percent
more shelf space in the new li-
brary than in the old. In addition
to more shelf space for books, the
new library, which is scheduled
to open in November, will offer
an expanded children’s area and
a section for teens.

Rumsey Band of Wintun Indians changes name
The Rumsey Band of

Wintun Indians have
legally changed their
name to Yocha Dehe
Wintun Nation. Yocha
Dehe — pronounced
“YO-cha DEE-hee” — is
the tribe’s ancestral
name meaning “home
by the spring water” in
their native Patwin lan-
guage, a reflection of
the actual place their
ancestors lived.

In the 19th century,
the federal government
labeled the tribe the
Rumsey Band, solely

because they had a vil-
lage site close to the
town of Rumsey. Today,
in their traditional di-
alect, the Yocha Dehe
Wintun Nation moves
forward with a name
that has cultural mean-
ing and significance to
their people.

The name change is
important to the people
of Yocha Dehe. It con-
nects the tribe to their
heritage, expresses
hope, and helps the
tribe to tell their story
to visitors, neighbors,

business and govern-
ment partners. As the
Yocha Dehe Wintun Na-
tion, the tribe can claim
their own story.

“California tribes are
here today, not just as a
surviving people, but
here fully participating
in our lives, in our cul-
tures, in our traditional
lifeways,” said Yocha
Dehe Tribal Chairman
Marshall McKay.

Politics and healthcare in America

Politics and power. Where
some one person or group con-
trols others’ money, there has
always been corruption. Every-
where, throughout history.

This trend continues every-
where today. It’s a fact of life
and we presently have to ac-
cept it. We are very lucky in the
United States, as we have a
great system of judicial-legisla-
ture-presidential counter-con-
trols, the best in the world. Our
politics still stink of corruption
and we can’t expect any admin-
istration to stop their extensive
use of “smoke and mirrors”
and their self-enhancement
and self-enrichment at the ex-
pense of the citizens.

Consider: If we divide our cit-
izens into three groups, Repub-
licans, Democrats and Inde-
pendents, the Independents
group outnumbers either of the
other two groups. What kind of
say do the Independents have
in the present powerful and im-
mediate push for a dangerous
action? For years, we have giv-
en too much power to the Presi-
dent so that he is able to mostly
have his way with Congress.

Consider: Universal health-
care is a very good idea. Politi-
cally administered health-care
is a very bad idea. What must
occur under a government-con-
trolled, single-payer health-
care system (one-size-fits-all) is
a long waiting list, and all citi-
zens reduced to the same level

— about the level of a rug — no
escape. This is not acceptable
to most of the Americans I
know — all pulled down to ele-
vate those few needing pulling
up.

What about a federal public
option? It won’t work. The gov-
ernment can hide its ineffi-
ciencies and subsidies and ap-
pear to offer more for the dol-
lar. This will undercut private
prices along with likely expen-
sive over-regulations and man-
dates on the private sector so
that the eventual situation will
leave us with a system much
poorer in quality while more
expensive. Even if one has a
private policy, the conditions
of that policy will be freakishly
regulated and mandated.
Something like the “No Child
Left Behind” perverse conse-
quences, only much worse.

About the “trigger” — in case
private insurance groups don’t
meet certain “benchmarks” —
we can be sure that will open
the door to the government
controlling another one sev-
enth to one sixth of our econo-
my.

Consider: There is much to
reform. Insurance care is not
healthcare. And the insurance
companies need better regula-
tion and openness about data
and costs, and need to be
tracked to ascertain proper
honoring of their contracts. In-
ability to pay must be subsi-
dized. Unhealthy lifestyles
need some type of discourage-
ment.

The out-of-control attorney/
malpractice situation must be
changed. The union burden of
forcing increased benefits in
relation to others (along with
poor productivity) needs
change. Consumers and their
caregivers need to be empow-
ered with better incentives and
greatly increased influence.
These are all areas where gov-
ernment or governments can
help. They can help slice the
pie, but let the citizens eat it —
at least, most of it.

Forget the graceful rhetoric
directed against the world’s
best overall health system.
Don’t throw out the chicken
with the eggs. Let’s do reform
right. We have to take our time
to include more thinking about
some very good plans that are
out there. Bureaucrat-directed
healthcare is not the way to go.

Creek clean-up part of statewide effort

Everyone is invited to
join neighbors and
friends on Saturday,
Sept. 19, to celebrate the
25th anniversary of the
California Coastal Com-
mission’s Cleanup Day
Program. From 9 a.m. to
noon at more than 50
sites around Solano
County, volunteers will
work together to clean
trash and debris along
the inland shorelines of
bays, creeks and lakes to
help make Solano Coun-
ty a healthier and more
beautiful place to live.

The 2009 Cleanup or-
ganizers hope to build
on the success of last
year’s event, when they
almost doubled the dis-
tance covered during
the cleanup the previ-
ous year, clearing 101
miles of debris, at more
than 50 separate sites
throughout the county.
The dedicated Solano
County volunteers col-
lected a little more than
50,000 pounds of trash —
a remarkable accom-
plishment.

At last year’s event,
2,350 people con-
tributed three hours
each of their Saturday to
clean up county water-
ways and demonstrate
with their labor that
they value healthy wa-
tersheds for people,
wildlife and recreation.

“Watershed” is the
name given to an area of
land where all runoff
water flows from the
highest points to the
lowest points, collecting
in larger and larger
creeks and draining into
the ocean. Everyone and
everything lives in a wa-
tershed. According to
the Coastal Commis-
sion, 60 to 80 percent of
the debris found on Cal-
ifornia’s beaches origi-
nates from inland or ur-
ban areas and washes
out to the ocean.

In the lower part of
Solano County, water
eventually flows direct-
ly into either Grizzly or
Carquinez Bay. In the
upper part of the county,

all water eventually
flows into the Delta.

Walk to cure diabetes
planned at State Capitol

More than 5,000 walk-
ers, including Davis,
Woodland and Winters
residents, local corpo-
rations and organiza-
tions, are expected at
the Juvenile Diabetes
Research Foundation’s
(JDRF) 20th annual
Walk to Cure Diabetes
Sunday, Oct. 4, at the
State Capitol from 8
a.m. to noon.

Henry Gonzalez will
lead area walkers in
their quest to raise
$450,000 for research to
find a cure for the Type
1 diabetes (formerly
called juvenile dia-
betes) and its complica-
tions.

A resident of Fair-
field, Gonzalez has been
with PepsiCo, the par-
ent corporation for
Frito-Lay, for almost 23
years and is a frequent
participant in commu-
nity activities.

“Daily finger pricks
and insulin shots are
not something these
kids should have to en-
dure,” said Gonzalez,
chairman for the walk.

“I’m thrilled to be a
part of this effort to
raise money for a cure,”
Gonzalez said. “My own
father died of complica-
tions from Type 2 dia-
betes, which affects

many members of our
family.”

Diabetes kills one
American every three
minutes, and costs Cali-
fornia’s health care sys-
tem $12 billion annual-
ly, according to Dave
Kasama, special events
coordinator of the
Northern California In-
land Chapter of JDRF.

“JDRF’s mission is
constant — to find a
cure for diabetes and its
complications through
the support of re-
search,” Gonzalez said.
“This is a great effort to
raise money for a cure.”

JDRF, the leading
charitable funder and
advocate of type 1 dia-
betes research world-
wide, was founded in
1970 by parents of chil-
dren with juvenile dia-
betes. Since that time,
JDRF has contributed
more than $1.3 billion to
Type 1 research, put a
cure in sight, and
earned an “A” rating
from the American In-
stitute of Philanthropy.

Murmurs not always serious
DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
During my recent physi-
cal exam, my doctor
said I had a heart mur-
mur but not to worry
about it. I decided to go
to my heart doctor any-
way. He did an EKG —
normal. I had a stress
test last June — normal.
He states that many
people my age, 87, have
heart murmurs. He said
he would watch it.

Do I have a dangerous
heart problem? I play
tennis three nights a
week and exercise with
weights a few times a
week. My weight is per-
fect for my height. I
sleep well. My wife
cooks without salt, and
we watch our sugar in-
take. I take one pill for
high blood pressure
and one pill for an en-
larged prostate gland.
— R.E.

ANSWER: An 87-year-
old with a dangerous
heart problem could
not play tennis three
times a week and lift
weights even a few
times a week. You have
no symptoms. You have
a normal EKG and had a
normal stress test. Your
heart health must be
good.

When doctors listen
to hearts with a stetho-
scope, they hear a “lub-
dub” sound due to the
closing of the four heart
valves. Murmurs are
noises heard between
those two sounds. Often
they indicate narrow or
leaky heart valves. The
murmur comes from a
disturbance in blood
flow due to the abnor-
mal valve. It creates
eddy currents in the
blood, which generate
sound. However, eddy
currents arise for other
reasons, some of which
have nothing to do with
heart valves. Older peo-
ple often have such
sounds, i.e., murmurs.
Those sounds are inno-
cent murmurs.

Even if your murmur
is a sign of valve dam-
age, the damage must be
slight. You have no
symptoms. You are
more active than people
half your age. The
chance that a slightly
damaged valve in some-
one 87 years old would
progress to a danger-
ously damaged valve is
most unlikely.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
For four years I have
been dealing with
lichen planus. Is there
any new treatment? —
J.P.

ANSWER: Lichen
planus is most often
found on the skin of the
wrists, ankles and legs.
It can also find its way
into the mouth. The gen-
ital skin is another tar-
get. It starts as flat-
topped, many-sided,
small red patches that
can merge into a larger
patch. The color turns
purple. White lines
crisscross the surface of
the patch. The outbreak
is intensely itchy. A
cause hasn’t been iden-
tified, but it might result
from an immune system
gone berserk. Some-
times it’s seen in con-
junction with another
illness, like hepatitis C.

The strongest vari-
eties of cortisone
creams and ointments
are the usual treatment.
Many patients are free
of the condition in a
year or so. To prevent
relapses, some have to
keep applying the oint-
ments on a less-fre-
quent basis once the
skin has cleared.

The History Channel
• On Oct. 1, 1890, an act of Congress cre-
ates Yosemite National Park. Yosemiteʼs
natural beauty — the 2,425-foot-high
Yosemite Falls, and granite rock formations
Half Dome and El Capitan — is immortal-
ized in the black-and-white landscape pho-
tographs of Ansel Adams (1902-1984).
• On Sept. 28, 1918, a Liberty Loan parade
in Philadelphia prompts a huge outbreak of
the flu epidemic in the city. The most likely
origin of the 1918 flu pandemic was a mu-
tated virus from a bird or farm animal in the
American Midwest. By the time the epidem-
ic ended, an estimated 30 million people
were dead worldwide.
• On Sept. 29, 1930, filming begins on the
classic horror film “Dracula,” starring Bela
Lugosi. He spent the next 20 years starring
in horror films. When he died in 1956, Lu-
gosi was buried with his Dracula cape.
• On Oct. 3, 1942, German rocket scientist
Wernher von Braunʼs brainchild, the V-2
missile, is fired successfully off Germanyʼs
Baltic coast. It traveled 118 miles. After the
war, both the United States and the Soviet
Union captured samples of the rockets for
reproduction, and also captured the scien-
tists responsible for their creation.
• On Sept. 30, 1955, movie star James
Dean dies at age 24 in a car crash on a Cali-
fornia highway. He was driving his Porsche
550 Spyder to a race. Dean rose to stardom
in with his role as Cal Trask in “East of
Eden.” The young actorʼs next film was
“Rebel Without a Cause,” also released in
1955.
• On Oct. 2, 1967, Chief Justice Earl Warren
swears in Thurgood Marshall, the first black
justice of the U.S. Supreme Court. During
his 24 years on the high court, Associate
Justice Marshall consistently challenged
discrimination based on race or sex, op-
posed the death penalty and vehemently
defended affirmative action.
• On Oct. 4, 1970, singer Janis Joplin dies
from a heroin overdose at the Landmark
Hotel in Hollywood, Calif.

Statewide property values decline
Betty T. Yee,

Chairwoman of the
Board of Equaliza-
tion (BOE), reported
that the total value
of state-assessed
and county-assessed
property declined to
$4.448 trillion for
2009-10, a drop of
$107.2 billion (2.4
percent) from the
previous year. This
is the first year-to-
year decline in the
statewide total
since the BOE began
keeping records in
1933.

The value of coun-
ty-assessed proper-
ty fell by $107.6 bil-
lion (2.4 percent) to
$4.372 trillion. The
value of state-as-
sessed property,
mainly privately
owned public utili-
ties and railroads,
totaled $76.1 billion,
an increase of $400
million (0.5 per-
cent).

Year-to-year per-
centage increases
ranged from a high
of a 7.1 percent gain
in San Francisco
County, to a low of a
13.4 percent decline
in Merced County.
Thirty-eight coun-

ties posted year-to-
year declines, with
14 of them declining
by five percent or
more. Only two
counties (San Fran-
cisco and Trinity)
saw a positive
growth rate exceed-
ing five percent.

The assessed valu-
ation in California’s
15 coastal counties
(which account for
nearly 60 percent of
total assessed valua-
tion) fell 0.6 percent.
In contrast, the as-
sessed valuation in
the 43 inland coun-
ties fell 4.8 percent,
twice the statewide
average.

The decline in as-
sessed valuation
was especially con-
centrated in the
Central Valley. As-
sessed values
dropped 9.9 percent
in the Northern San
Joaquin Valley, 4.8
percent in the
Greater Sacramento
Area, and 4.2 per-
cent in the Southern
San Joaquin Valley.
Southern California
declined 2.5 per-
cent, roughly in line
with the statewide
figure. The drop was

mildest in the San
Francisco Bay Area
(0.8 percent).

Of the 12 counties
with rolls exceeding
$100 billion, three
counties (all in the
San Francisco Bay
Area) posted an in-
crease in assessed
valuation: San Fran-
cisco (7.1 percent),
San Mateo (0.5 per-
cent), and Santa
Clara (0.1 percent).
The assessed valua-
tion in the other
nine counties de-
clined: Riverside
County (-10.5 per-
cent), followed by
Sacramento (-7.2
percent), Contra
Costa (-7.0 percent),
San Bernardino (-6.0
percent), Alameda (-
2.5 percent), San
Diego (-2.4 percent),
Ventura (-2.4 per-
cent), and Orange (-
1.4 percent). Los An-
geles County, with
the largest assess-
ment roll at $1.083
trillion, declined 0.6
percent, down $6
billion over 2008-09.
