Tramontana
wins Theodore
Winters Award

When times are difficult, everyone agrees
that something needs to be done. Not every-
one stands up and takes action. When Joe Tra-
montana found out the Winters Community
Center and Bobbie Greenwood Swim Center
were facing cuts in services, hours and in-
creased fees due to budget deficits, he did just
that.

Last spring, when the city council was hav-
ing one of its many difficult discussions about
the city’s budget, Tramontana stood up and
volunteered to do whatever he could to raise
money so the Community Center and pool
would stay open for those in the community
who need them most.

“I don’t know what got into me. I just
thought, ‘there has to be some way of raising
money to keep them open.””

The first thing Tramontana did was sched-
ule ameeting with City Manager John Donlevy
to ask how much money it would take to keep
both the Community Center and the Bobbie
Greenwood Swim Center programs open full-
time. The answer: $40,000 per year, each.

Although the number seemed daunting, Tra-
montana was determined. Somehow he just
knew he had to help.

“I don’t do these things,” he says, laughing.
“I didn’t even have the slightest idea what
kind of really very big job it was.”

Tramontana, a former
researcher, says he has
a “scientist’s mind,” so
he sat down and made a
list of all the steps he
would need to take to
help solve the problem.
First, he decided, he
needed a Tax ID num-
ber. After searching the
internet and consider-
ing taking on the task as
an individual, he ap-
proached City Hall and
was told he could use
that Tax ID.

So, he scratched that
item off the list and
moved onto the next.

“These are the prob-
lems that little, by little,
by little, had to be
solved.”

Luckily, he says, he
had help. Howard
Hupe, Dick Larkey, Wal-
ly Neeley and “natural-
ly, Bobbie (Green-
wood)”all stepped up to
volunteer. Then one
day, Tramontana
stopped by Eagle Drug
and out of the blue,
owner Gary Bertagnolli
offered to help organize
a spaghetti dinner to
raise funds.

Throughout the fol-
lowing months, a small
committee of 6-8 people
met every two weeks to
discuss fundraising
ideas. The group divid-
ed up jobs: taking pho-
tos, making brochures,
delivering flyers
around town, and send-
ing out solicitation let-
ters.

“It was kind of fun. It
was fun do to all the lo-
gistics.”

Then the checks start-
ed to trickle in.

The first week, he re-
ceived a donation for
$1,000.

“I was on top of the
world.”

The committee
placed donation jars
around town and col-
lected nearly $800. Tra-
montana began to feel
like the goal could be
reached — that people
were paying attention
and wanted to help.
Then when he and his
wife, Gerry, were on va-
cation in Alaska, the
committee began plan-
ning for the spaghetti
dinner to be held in
May.

However, as the date
was drawing close and
they hadn’t sold many
tickets “we were sweat-
in’it,” Tramontana says.

But they kept working
and hoping, and when
the event was over, 115
people had attended
and it was a big success.
He is grateful to Bertag-
nolli for his assistance,
as well as Marie Heil-
man, who offered her
expertise as the orga-
nizer of the annual
Community Thanksgiv-
ing Dinner.

Others pitched in:
Dante Mazza, a seventh
grader at Winters Mid-
dle School, asked his
classmates to start sav-
ing cans. Others mailed
in donations from $25 to
$2,500. Donations were
made on Youth Day.

“It just seemed like
people wanted to help
us,”says Tramontana.

By fall, the committee
had raised nearly
$25,000, a significant
amount of money that
was raised purely
through volunteer ef-
forts “which everyone
was very happy with.”

Then came the hard
part: deciding where
the need was greatest
and where to donate the
funds. So Tramontana,

Larkey and Hupe sat
down to discuss solu-
tions for the Community
Center. In the end, they
decided to pay $3,000 a
year for two years to
sponsor the Senior Citi-
zens lunch. They also
sponsored the Lions
Club’s use of the Com-
munity Center for their
regular Blood Drives
for two years.

They met with Green-
wood and city officials
to come up with a rec-
ommendation for how
to help at the pool.

“That was a little
harder. I would have
liked to spread the
funds all around. But
that would have maybe
only helped for about a
year.”

However, one issue
about which Tramon-
tana and Greenwood
were adamant was that
the price of the summer
recreation swim fees
should be dropped from
the newly increased
price of $3 per person,
back to $1 per person.
So that was their final
recommendation —
also for a period of two
years.

“We tried to do the
best we could with the
money. With these
times, it’s tough. We
were lucky to do what
we did.”

He still can’t identify
what it was that made
him decide to take on
the task of trying to help
keep vital community
services available when
it seemed it was impos-
sible. He says he had no
agenda.

“I just thought ‘there’s
gotta be a way.’ So, I
said, ‘IthinkI’ll try to do
it.’”

And do it, he did.

“It was fun. I don’t
know if I would do it

again. I’d have to think
about it real hard,” he
says with a smile. “I had
alot of help from a lot of
good people in this
town.”

Tramontana is used to
being active and in-
volved. A bicycling en-
thusiast, he has com-
pleted eight Davis Dou-
ble Century (200 mile)
rides. He’s completed

nearly 100 Century
rides over a period of
about 20 years.

These days, though,
he’s more likely to be

found on the golf
course.

“Golf. That’s my big
thing now.”

He is a member of
SIRS (Seniors in Retire-
ment) and also the

Leisure Town golf club.

He and his wife, Ger-
ry, are avid travelers
and active out of doors.
They own a travel trail-
er, which they take to
Denver, Colorado, Seat-
tle, Washington and
Lake Tahoe and Pismo
Beach. They also enjoy
boating at Lake
Berryessa.

Tramontana is a re-
tired research scientist
with Xerox, which is
where he met Gerry.
They lived and worked
in Palo Alto until they
moved to Winters in
1994. He has been a
member of the Winters
Planning Commission
for 13 years.

Distant karma: John’s not really gone — he still shines on, from across the universe

Someone posted “A
date which will live in
infamy” as their Face-
book status last week,
acknowledging the
bombing of Pearl Har-
bor. I posted this re-
sponse: “Dec. 8 is pretty
infamy-ish too.” While
Dec.7isthe official date
of infamy for the United
States, for John Lennon
fans, Dec. 8 is the date
that lives in infamy -
truly a date forever
stained with tragedy
and sorrow.

What was your first
tragic “that moment I'll
never forget where I
was” experience? JFK’s
assassination? The
Challenger explosion?
9/11? Mine came on Dec.
8, 1980. I guess shock
and tragedy sear mun-
dane details into memo-
ry, because I remember
every detail of that
evening, right down to
the book I was reading
— “Maturity and Aging”
(how ironic) for a psy-
chology class at UC
Davis. I was lying on my
stomach on this tacky
old plaid couch, high-
lighting key passages in
bright pink, and the mu-
sicontheradio stopped.
The DJ, his voice cur-
dled and thick, an-

nounced John Lennon’s
death. It literally took
my breath away — a
gasp that sucked in and
couldn’t be released
without the escort of
frantic tears.

It was my first person-
al experience with
something too horrible
to be true, something my
brain simply could not
wrap around, some-
thing that compels you
to run out the door and
grab the first person you
see by both shoulders
and shriek, “Have you
heard??? Oh my God,
have you heard???” and
then collapse into each
other’s arms and weep.

For me, that shock of
disbelief over John’s
death progressed
through the stages of
grieving denial,
anger, bargaining, de-
pression — right up to
the brink of “accep-
tance.” And stopped. I
don’t think I ever truly
worked through that
stage successfully.
Maybe because John
still seems very much
alive tome?

Even from the ever-
after, John still inspires
and challenges me. His
words and music are
like peering through a

time

kaleidoscope
and experience turn the

lens, and the images
tumble and swirl into
new and novel patterns.
Just last week, on the
30th anniversary of his
death, I Ilistened to
“Mind Games” afresh,
and it struck me from an
entirely different angle,
and it made me smile.
Although I obviously
never knew him in per-
son, John impacted my
life in tangible ways. He
was my example for
fearlessly speaking the
truth regardless of who
it pisses off. He was the
embodiment of my fa-
vorite Edward Albee
quote: “Never be afraid
to be loud and unpopu-
lar.” He taught me that if
you want to keep your
integrity intact, you
have to choose between
honesty and popularity.
Believe me, the truth is
often unpopular, and if
you hurl the you-know-
what squarely at the
fan, some of it splatters

back on you. So what. It
washes off.

Speaking the truth
and weathering the con-
sequences, and re-
bounding each time
with renewed determi-
nation to jump back in
feet first and do it again
- this is what forges
lumps of coal into dia-
monds. And nothing
cuts like a diamond. Ex-
cept words, maybe.
Heat and pressure,
baby. If you can’t take
them — embrace and
relish them, even—
don’t pursue a career in
opinion, whether your
words are set to music
or not.

John was the muse not
just for my mind, but my
heart too. He and Yoko
became my template for
love... God and God-
dess,yin and yang, earth
and sky, sun and moon.
Together, they were a
perfect complement to
each other,two halves of
one whole. I recognized
this on an instinctual

level, but sadly, had no
personal experience
with it. What John and
Yoko had — I believed
in it, but only in theory.
Their love was real, but
also some sort of anom-
aly that happened to
regular people with
about the same frequen-
cy as becoming a rock
and roll superstar.

I'd resigned myself to
a life devoid of this ex-
perience, never dream-
ing it would be John
himself who’d guide me
straight into it. This
time however, he didn’t
touch me through music
or books or words, but
through a new media —
the Internet. When the
internet became part of
life’s fabric in the late
‘90s, I discovered an in-
finite source of informa-
tion about John — web-
sites and chat rooms,
where Lennon fans
could endlessly and in-
exhaustibly pore over
every bit of Lennon
minutiae imaginable.

Over time, I began to
favor one particular
website, and our little
group of dedicated fans
evolved into a support
group of sorts. Actually
meeting each other in
“real” life became an

ongoing challenge: who
had met the most of us?
Me, I’'m always up to a
challenge. And so, I met
several of them — love-
ly, interesting, diverse
people, whose paths I'd
never have crossed
without one common
thread: John Lennon. It
gave “Come together...
over me” new meaning.

Yes, I met this one and
that one. And then I met
The One. And I wasn’t
even looking for him.
And as one of John’s
songs says, for the first
time in my life, my eyes
were wide open. And I
knew for certain, as an-
other song says, love is
real.

So, when people ask
me how The Cutest Man
In The World and I met,
I often respond, “John
Lennon introduced us.”
And they smile and wait
forthe punchline. But...
thereisn’t one.I’'m total-
ly serious. Do you think
someone who’s dead
could do that? I don’t.
You know, all in all, ac-
ceptance is overrated.
All we really need to ac-
cept is that we all shine
on. I know John does. I
can see him in my sweet-
ie’s eyes. Love is real.
And itis all we need.

Volunteers needed for Putah Creek pro_lect

The Putah Creek
Council and partner
Lower Putah Creek Co-
ordinating Committee
won a $400,000 grant on
Oct. 1torestore to Putah
Creek damage caused
by illegal off-highway
vehicle trespass. The
funds are intended to
restore the integrity of
habitat along the Putah
Creek and prevent fur-
ther trespass.

Some areas along
Putah Creek have been
a magnet for abuse. At
one property where the
trespass was especially
bad, different user
groups were battling
one another over who
could trespass. They
erected gates onto a
farmer’s land, attached
their own locks, and at-
tempted to keep one an-
other away. Dirt bikers
drug in trash to con-
struct ramps and jumps,
and disturbed the
ground so badly that in
some areas only inva-
sive species survived.

“We are excited to
replicate and expand
on success we have ex-
perience in the Winters
area by using vegetation
as a barrier,” said Libby
Earthman, executive di-

rector of Putah Creek
Council. Putah Creek
Council and Lower
Putah Creek Coordinat-
ing Committee intend
put up cable and post

fencing and plant
hedgerows to deter tres-
pass.

“While fencing will
help prevent immediate
damage, in the long run
the native plants we will
plant will create an im-
penetrable thicket of
wildlife habitat. Once
the plants are mature
they will benefit
wildlife and keep the
habitat intact by pre-
venting further motor-
ized trespass.”

This is a three-year
project, and will in-
clude the installation
of: 19 acres of native
grassland, 1.7 miles of
native plant hedgerow,
400 canopy trees, 12 gat-
ed entry points (to deter
trespass while still al-
lowing legal landowner
access). The project in-
cludes sites along and
near the UC Davis Ri-
parian Reserve, Win-
ters Putah Creek Park,
and Dry Creek (near
Winters).

Anyone interested in
helping Putah Creek by
planting trees and other
native plants as part of
this project, can visit

www.putahcreekcounecil
.org to learn more and
register. There are vol-
unteer planting events
scheduled for the morn-
ing and afternoon of
Dec. 19 near Davis.
“Three of the adjoin-
ing sites we will restore
happen to be at an area
where we have had
salmon spawning in the
recent past. We are es-

pecially excited to have
the opportunity to pro-
tect these vital spawn-
ing grounds,” Earthman
said.

Funding from this
project comes from the
California State Parks
Off Highway Vehicle
program, which is fund-
ed by license fees from
off highway vehicle reg-
istration.

fire services to the en-
tire district, including
the area within city lim-
its.

A public hearing and
first reading of the ordi-
nance establishing the
department and posi-
tion passed unanimous-
ly. No one spoke at the
public hearing.

The second reading
and adoption of the or-
dinance is planned at
the Dec. 21 council
meeting. If passed at
the Dec. 21 meeting, the
Winters Fire Depart-
ment will operate much
like the Winters Police
Department, as an actu-
al part of city services.
Those residing within
the Winters Fire Dis-
trict (which still exists)

will receive services
from the Winters Fire
Department.

The position of fire
chief will be appointed
by the city council, as is

the position of police
chief. The current fire
chief is Scott Douzier,
and no changes to that
position were  dis-
cussed.

The council heard
briefly about what was
described by City Attor-
ney John Wallace as an
“alleged overpayment”
of $17,124.85 to AT&T,
triggered by a class ac-
tion lawsuit in Illinois.
Under the settlement in
this case, AT&T must
file claims wherever it
collected taxes for its
internet services, which
includes Winters.

AT&T, which sells in-
ternet access to its cus-
tomers, collected a Util-
ity Users Tax from those
customers and paid it to
the city. However, un-
der federal law, wire-
less internet services
and fees for internet ac-
cess are not subject to
local taxation.

Wallace indicated
that AT&T’s claim is not
in compliance with
state and city laws, and

should be rejected. He
noted that there
weren’t any individual
taxpayers filing a claim
locally, which is one of
the local requirements
for such a claim.

“The problem is it
wasn’t signed by any-
body who was a taxpay-
er,” said Wallace, also
noting that the claim
goes back to 2005. “We
determined that the
claim is insufficient.”

He asked the council
to direct him to return
the claim to AT&T as in-
sufficient and incom-
plete. The council ap-
proved this request
unanimously.

Although the Dec. 7
agenda was light and
the meeting brief, there
was still time for Shelly
Gunby, the city’s direc-
tor of financial manage-
ment, and City Manager
John Donlevy to take a
swipe or two at the state
of California for its
snatching of local rede-
velopment funds.

Gunby came to the

podium to request that
the council approve a
resolution allocating
required funds for
schools and community
colleges. Included in
the California state
budget for fiscal year
2009-10 is the require-
ment that redevelop-
ment agencies shift
property tax revenues
to K-12 schools and
community colleges.
Winters is required to
shift $160,886 for these
purposes.

Gunby noted that this
shift in tax revenue
comes on top of the
$780,000 the state of Cal-
ifornia already took
from Winters redevel-
opment funds, as it did
to many other Califor-
nia cities, in an effort to
balance its budget. She
noted that the city is re-
quired by law to notify
the county about the
shift in funds.

She emphasized that
this doesn’t help the
city budget one bit.

“The city has this

Pass on holiday digestive woes

During the holiday
season, delicious and
decadent foods are
everywhere. Foods
that have the potential
to throw the digestive
system for a loop are
all around.

Problems of the
digestive system such as
constipation, diarrhea,
heartburn and gas
occur more frequently
in women than in men
and may be made worse
by changes in hormone
levels caused by men-
struation and pregnan-
cy. Women are also
more likely to develop
irritable bowel syn-
drome (IBS), a common
digestive disorder
marked by persistent

abdominal pain and
bowel changes. IBS suf-
ferers may have a strong
digestive reaction to
stress, large meals, caf-
feine, dairy products,
and large amounts of
alcohol — typical sta-
ples of the holiday sea-
son.

Try these tips to
avoid seasonal diges-
tive consequences:

Eating large meals
and not getting enough
fiber can trigger consti-
pation. Symptoms may
include having fewer
than three bowel move-
ments a week, firm or
hard-to-pass stools,
abdominal swelling or
bloating, straining dur-
ing bowel movements
and afull feeling after a
bowel movement. The
Fix: Eat at least 25
grams of fiber each day,
drink plenty of fluids,
exercise, and use the

bathroom when you
havethe urge. Your doc-
tor may also prescribe
laxatives or other ther-
apies.

You may develop a
case of diarrhea —
defined as having
three or more loose
bowel movements in a
day — after eating or
drinking foods that
contain harmful virus-
es or bacteria. Dairy
products, caffeine, ar-
tificial sweeteners,
certain additives, or
medications such as
antibiotics can also be
a cause. The Fix: Eat
hot foods hot and cold
foods cold. Skip foods
that have been sitting
out on the buffet too
long. If you have diar-
rhea, drink fluids to
keep hydrated. Drink
liquids that contain
salt such as sports
drinks or broth if

than a few hours. Avoid
drinks that include
dairy products, caf-
feine or sugar, which
can make diarrhea
worse.

Rich, fatty, or acidic
foods, chocolate, cof-
fee, alcohol, mints and
big meals can cause
stomach acid to push
back into your esopha-
gus and may lead to
heartburn, a burning
feeling in your chest
and throat. The Fix:
Avoid overeating. In-
stead of lying down
after a meal, try taking
awalk.

Gas and bloating can
be triggered by hard-

to-digest foods such
as beans, broccoli,
cabbage and dairy

products (for lactose
intolerant people). The
Fix: Pay attention to
which foods give you
gas and avoid them.
Your doctor may sug-
gest an over-the-
counter treatment.

Talk to your doctor if
your abdominal or
digestive discomfort
persists.

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such is responsible for
the orderly and lawful
conduct of meetings.
The president literally
and figuratively sets the
agenda, both in tone
and by meeting with the
superintendent to de-
termine what matters
will come to the table at
board meetings. The
clerk of the board,
among other duties,
chairs meetings and
represents the trustees
when the president is
unavailable.

The board also ap-
pointed Gillespie as
secretary of the board.
This appointment is
dictated by law.

Following the elec-
tion of officers, Maguire
took the gavel, Warren
and Brickey exchanged
seats at the table, and
the new trustees began
their work.

Winters Middle
School (WMS) was high-
lighted at the meeting.
Seventh grade student
Edgar Chavez was rec-
ognized for his hard
work and cheerful, re-
spectful presence on
the campus. Principal
Sandra Ayon said that
she was thrilled that
Edgar is just a seventh
grader, as it means “we
get to have him for an-
other year.”

Parent Tanya Martin
was also honored for
her tireless volunteer
work for the school, in-
cluding her concerns
for student safety and
her personal efforts to
raise over $5,000 to in-
sure that all sixth
graders would have the
opportunity to attend
the annual Outdoor Ed-
ucation program.

Ayon, with the help of
WMS teacher and stu-
dent activities director
Greg Moffitt, gave the
board a look into the
school’s focus on stu-
dent success.

All sites having re-
ported once this year on
test scores, the presen-
tation Thursday includ-
ed no graphs, charts or
numbers, and no talk of
areas of testing or sub-
groups. Instead, Ayon
and Moffitt were able to
talk about the ongoing
efforts and activities
that make up the day to
day workings of the
school.

Recognition of stu-

dent achievement was
first on their list of
goals. The site recently
had a “Good Work Day”
celebration. Students
who had earned no
grade below ‘C’ on any
measure in the first
part of the year had an
afternoon of celebrato-
ry activities. Those who
had not met the stan-
dard had an afternoon
in which to attend study
hall and work toward
making the mark next
time. In all, 174 stu-
dents, almost half of the
WMS enrollees, were
rewarded.

Kim Hyer, WMS Ii-
brary technician, has
also issued a “million
word challenge” to all
students. The million
word goal, set out in the
state standards, is mea-
sured based on testing
of each child’s compre-
hension of his or her
reading. So far this
year, 16 students have
reached the goal, with
one youngster reading
2.7 million words. In to-
tal, WMS students have
read over 60 million
words this year.

The second goal, sup-
porting student learn-
ing, has two compo-
nents: professional de-
velopment for staff, in
which teachers work on
refining teaching
strategies to engage stu-
dents and make them
responsible for their
learning, and after-
school intervention
programs in math and
reading to help young-
sters who are strug-
gling.

The WMS math teach-
ers are working with
their counterparts at all
grade levels in the
PRIME (Project for Im-
proving Mathematics
Education) program.
The teachers meet reg-
ularly with the consul-
tant hired by the dis-
trict. When Rominger
asked for more informa-
tion about PRIME,
Gillespie said that
there would be a report
to the board in January
on the subject.

Intervention and in-
struction are informed
by an analysis of stan-
dardized test scores
and results of the regu-
larly administered dis-
trict writing assess-
ments.

The third goal of the
WMS administration
and staff is to engage
parents in their chil-

dren’s education and in
the overall life of the
school. To this end, the
site recently held drop-
in parent conferences,
which 45 families at-
tended. There is also a
Parent Partners group
which volunteers time
and provides healthy
snacks for student ac-
tivities. The school also
sends out weekly
emails to 168 recipi-
ents, detailing progress
and programs at the
school.

Following WMS, the
trustees were asked if
they had anything to
share with the board
and the public. Brickey
and David Hyde both
welcomed their new
compatriots and each of
the new members
thanked the district for
sending them to the Cal-
ifornia School Boards
Association conference
earlier in the month.
Maguire summed it up
when he expressed his
confidence that “all of
us feel better equipped
to deal with some of
what we will be facing”
as new trustees.

Rominger, following
up on Brickey’s com-
ments on attending an
FFA function, reported
that she had recently
been a speaker at an
FFA conference. She
reported that she told
the attendees at that
conference that she had
been an FFA leader-
ship student at Davis
High School and that
she was now a school
board member, a posi-
tion which she felt the
organization had begun
to prepare her for years
ago.

Warren extended his
appreciation to Laura
Smith, the superinten-
dent’s administrative
assistant, whose “work-
load has increased ten-
fold for the last nine
months due to circum-
stances beyond her con-
trol and is always pleas-
ant to speak to and
quick to answer your

questions.” Warren’s
comments were met
with applause from

everyone in the room.
Jim Marta, the dis-
trict’s independent au-
ditor, presented his an-
nual report. Marta not-
ed that there were no
problems in WJUSD’s
accounting and that the
district “continues to
benefit from sound fi-
nancial management,“

and that “conservatism
and consistency” have
kept Winters out of hot
water. Still, he cau-
tioned, as has district
CFO Gloria Hahn in re-
cent months, that the
board will “continue to
be faced with difficult
decisions to fund core
programs” over the next
few years.

Hahn presented the
ADA report for the third
month of the school year
and once again, student
enrollment has fallen
short of projections. En-
rollment has also
dropped by 10 since the
second month. The state
funds the district in the
amount of approximate-
ly $38 per student per
day. Even with over 95
percent attendance in
the third month, WJUSD
lost $42,000.

The trustees approved
the annual application
for K-3 Class Size Re-
duction and gave their
go-ahead to spend
$40,500 for facilities im-
provements for Special
Education. They also
approved, as part of the
consent agenda, the
adoption of new geome-
try texts for Winters
High School and Wolf-
skill Continuation High
School.

At the end of regular
business, the board ad-
journed to closed ses-
sion with legal counsel
regarding anticipated
litigation. The district
has “significant expo-
sure to litigation” in
“the claim of George W.
Griffin as against the
Winters Joint Unified
School District.”

The trustees returned
to open session and
Maguire reported that
no action had taken
place. He then ad-
journed the meeting un-
til the next regularly
scheduled date, Thurs-
day, Dec. 16. That meet-
ing will take place at
6:30 p.m. at the district
office at 909 West Grant
Avenue. The meeting is
open to the public.

Choppin’ down the Christmas tree in Dixon

A century ago, when
Christmas came around,
a family would trek into
the back country in
search of the perfect
Christmas tree. Cutting
it down, they would
undoubtedly have great
fun dragging it back to
the homestead. Who
would have thought that,
inthe middle of decided-
ly modern Northern Cal-
ifornia, such a heartfelt
old time experience was
possible.

On a cold foggy Satur-
day morning a couple of
weeks ago, our family
drove down the road off
Pitts School Road exit
in Dixon to Silveyville
Christmas Tree (and
Pumpkin) Farm, where
a rapidly diminishing
way of life is lovingly
preserved for those of
us ensconced in subur-
bia. Just over 30 years
ago, the first seedlings
were planted on the
farm by Jerry and
Alberta Taylorin antici-
pation of a joyful occu-
pation in their retire-
ment. Today, as daugh-
ter Jeri and her hus-
band Ted Seifert run
the overall operation of

15 acres of Christmas
trees and five acres of
pumpkins, Grandpa and
Grandma Taylor enjoy
the details surrounded
by family.

It is a family business
that is truly about family.
“This farm is more than
just come and cut your
tree down. It is meant to
be an experience. People
come here wanting joy
and to be uplifted,” said
Jeri Seifert.

Silveyville grows six
different varieties of
“choose and cut” trees.
For $42 you can choose
any Monterey Pine, as
much size as you can
handle. Other varieties
are about $6 a foot.

Once you cut your tree
down, you only have to
carry/drag it to the path
that winds around the
perimeter of the place.

While our tree was
prepared for going
home, we explored the
barnyard fun. There’s
free popcorn and hot
apple cider and a sleigh

or wagon ride through
the acres of trees for $1
per person.

A rustic barn houses a
Candy Cane Castle
made up of hay bales.
Guarding the entrance
are a halfdozen wooden
reindeer that children
ride rocking horse style.

A tiny store is packed
to the rafters with
Christmas ornaments,
decorations, wreaths,
baskets, homemade jel-
ly and jam, taffy, fudge,
toys and more.

“Everyone has a differ-
ent point of view.”

He remembered Betty
as a sharp dresser, and a
prompt worker who was
always ready to help

around City Hall.
Smyres also remi-
nisced about Betty’s

fearlessness. There was
a time when Betty
worked in a store in
Montecillo. The creek
was high and close to
flood stage. Two men
across the river were
waving frantically at
Betty. Obviously they
needed her help, so she
got in a rowboat and
headed across the creek
to see how she could
help out. It seems the
men needed some beer.

Betty rowed Dback
across the creek, got the
gentlemen their re-
quested beer and once
againrowed back to sell
it to them. All of this ef-
fort, even though she
was pregnant.

Winters-based program receives
TogetherGreen Innovation Grant

The Center for Land-Based
Learning’s Student and
Landowner Education and Wa-
tershed Stewardship (SLEWS),
a Winters-based education pro-
gram that introduces urban
kids to hands-on conservation,
is the recipient of a national
Innovation Grant.

The funding will support criti-
cal restoration efforts across
the nation, while providing stu-
dents with science education
and opportunities to play a
hands-on role in conservation.

TogetherGreen Innovation
Grants, provided through an
alliance between the National
Audubon Society and Toyota,
provide seed money for pro-
jects that wuse innovative
approaches and technologies to
engage new and diverse audi-
ences in conservation and tack-
le pressing conservation prob-
lems.

Innovation Grants enable
awardees and their partner
organizations to inspire, equip
and engage people to tackle
environmental concerns and
improve the health of their com-
munities.

Audubon California and
SLEWS will receive $20,000 in
TogetherGreen funding to allow
two dozen high school students
from an underserved Colusa
County school to help restore a
five-acre, one-mile-long ripari-
an corridor along Sycamore
Slough.

The SLEWS experience

Students will collect seeds,
plant native vegetation, build
and install bird boxes,
remove invasive species, and

install irrigation equipment.
They’ll also play a role in eco-
logical studies focused on the
plants, animals, water quality
or soils at the farm.

The SLEWS experience will
introduce students to possible
careers in agriculture, educa-
tion and natural resource con-
servation, while developing
leadership skills.

“The benefits of projects like
this go way beyond their impact
in Colusa County,” said Graham
Chisholm, executive director of
Audubon California.

“By drawing these ideas out of
the community and involving
people in their implementa-
tion, these projects build a
shared culture of conservation
that can’t help but spread.”

More than $1 million awarded

The nearly $90,000 in Califor-
nia Innovation Grants are part
of almost $1.1 million awarded
by the TogetherGreen initiative
this year.

Now in its third cycle,
the TogetherGreen Innovation
Grants program has awarded
more than $3.5 million to
over 130 environmental pro-
jects nationwide. Forty-three
awardees in 27 states will
receive grants ranging from
$5,000 to $66,100.

Funds are awarded to part-
nerships between Audubon
groups (local chapters or pro-
grams of Audubon’s large
national network) and organiza-
tions in their communities —
with more than 125 partner
organizations involved in Inno-
vation Grant projects in the
coming year.

Calderone
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DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I am 56, a woman and
have angina. I don’t un-
derstand it too well. I
have never smoked, and
I am not overweight. I'd
get chest pains if I hur-
ried to catch a bus or to
get on an open elevator.
When it first started, my
doctor gave me a medi-
cine to put under my
tongue when the pain
happened. It worked
well. I don’t have to use
it much anymore. Is that
a good sign? Am I des-
tined to have a heart at-
tack? —J.A.

ANSWER: Angina (pro-
nounced ANN-juh-nuh
or ann-JEYE-nuh) is
squeezing chest pain
that comes on when a
person is active and
leaves when that person
rests. Being active can
mean walking, jogging,
cleaning, doing the
washing, weeding or
digging. It comes about
because one or more of
the heart arteries is
plugged with plaque —
a mound of cholesterol
and fat on the inside
artery wall. At rest,
enough blood makes its
way to the heart. With
activity, the heart can’t
get enough blood be-
cause ofthe plaque. The
heart makes its lack of
blood known by chest
pain that also might be
felt in the neck, the jaw
or the arms, or only in
those places.

Angina, one of the
signs of coronary (heart)
artery disease, affects
17 million Americans.
Smoking, obesity, inac-
tivity, high blood cho-
lesterol, high blood
pressure and a family
history are some of the
major factors that cause
its development. You
don’t smoke and never
did. How about your
cholesterol, blood pres-
sure and weight? If
those things need to be
addressed, they trump
all other treatments.

In spite of controlling
the above factors, many
still have to take medi-
cines — medicines that
dilate arteries or make
the heart beat slower, or
ones that lower blood
pressure or cholesterol.
The medicine you put
under your tongue was
nitroglycerin. Long-act-
ing varieties of that
medicine and long-act-
ing other artery dilators
might be the reason why
you don’t need nitro-
glycerin as much as you

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did. That is a good sign.
Clogged heart arteries
can be opened with a
balloon-tipped catheter
or by bypassing the clog
with an artery graft. You
might not ever need
such procedures.
You’re not doomed to
have a heart attack. The
treatment you're now
getting is designed to
prevent one.

El Senado rechazé someter a
votacién su propia version del
Dream Act para la legalizacién de
estudiantes indocumentados, como
parte de una delicada maniobra
para promover en su lugar la de la
Camara de Representantes. La
votacién, 59-40, ocurri6 un dia
después de que la Camara de Repre-
sentantes aprobase su version de la
medida con 216 votos a favor y 198 en
contra.

Dicen que el objetivo de este voto
de procedimiento es abrirle espacio
al proyecto que aprobé la Camara, y
dar oportunidad a que los senadores
recaben un mayor apoyo al “Dream
Act.” De hecho, el voto no significa
que el Senado esté abandonando el
Dream Act, sino que los demécratas
quieren ganar tiempo para con-
seguir los 60 votos que permitan el
debate y votacion de la medida sin
obstrucciones de la oposicion.

El lider de la mayoria del Senado,
el demécrata Harry Reid, prometi6
durante su campafa de reeleccién
en Nevada que someteria la medida
a votacion antes de fin de afio. No
esta claro si el Senado votara la ver-
sién de la Camara de Represen-
tantes esta semana o la préxima,
cuando quedan pocos dias para el
receso legislativo de diciembre, en
la antesala de la 112 sesion legislati-
va.

Este voto de procedimiento, segin
observadores, reflejé6 el hecho de
que, por ahora, los partidarios del
Dream Act no cuentan con los 60
votos necesarios para impedir las
tacticas obstruccionistas de quienes
se oponen alamedida. También esta
la amenaza de los republicanos de
frenar cualquier proyecto de ley
hasta que el Senado someta a
votacién un controvertido paquete
de recortes tributarios y subsidios
de desempleo, otro de los asuntos
que mantiene divididos a
demoécratas y republicanos.

El Dream Act autoriza la legal-
izacién de estudiantes indocumen-
tados que llegaron a EE.UU antes de
los 16 anos, tengan cinco anos de
estancia en el pais, cumplan dos
anos de universidad o se inscriban
en las Fuerzas Armadas, entre otros
requisitos. En general, los republi-
canos consideran que el Dream Act
es una “amnistia” inmerecida para
quienes entran ilegalmente al pais,
pese a que la medida en cuestién
establece una serie de requisitos y
multas que los beneficiarios ten-
dran que cumplir para lograr la resi-
dencia permanente en EE.UU.

MOMENTS IN TIME

The History Channel

+On Jan. 1, 45 B.C., New Year’s Day is celebrated on
January 1 for the first time as the Julian calendar takes
effect. In designing his new calendar, Roman ruler
Julius Caesar enlisted the aid of Sosigenes, an Alexan-
drian astronomer, who calculated a year to be 365 and
1/4 days.

* On Dec. 29, 1890, the U.S. Cavalry kills 146 Sioux at
Wounded Knee in South Dakota. The cavalry sur-
rounded a band of Ghost Dancers and demanded they
surrender their weapons. A brutal massacre followed,
with nearly half those killed being women and children.

* On Dec. 30, 1936, in one of the first sit-down strikes
in the United States, autoworkers occupy the General
Motors Fisher Body Plant in Flint, Mich. The strike
lasted 44 days. GM’s output went from a robust 50,000
cars in December to just 125 in February.

* On Dec. 27, 1941, the federal Office of Price Admin-
istration first begins to ration automobile tires. Only
those who demonstrated need were allowed to pur-
chase cars, metal typewriters, bicycles, stoves and rub-
ber shoes. Butter, coffee, sugar, cooking fat, gasoline
and non-rubber shoes also were rationed.

+ On Jan. 2, 1962, The Weavers, who sparked the folk
music revival of the 1950s and ‘60s, are banned from
appearing on NBC when they refuse to sign an oath of
political loyalty. The group saw their careers nearly de-
stroyed during the Red Scare of the early 1950s, and
they lost their recording contract over their leftist poli-
tics.

+ On Dec. 28, 1973, Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn’s “literary
investigation” of the police-state system in the Soviet
Union, “The Gulag Archipelago, 1918-1956”, is pub-
lished in the original Russian in Paris. On Feb. 12,
1974, Solzhenitsyn was arrested, stripped of his citi-
zenship and deported.

* On Dec. 31, 1984, Bernhard Goetz, a white man
dubbed the “subway vigilante” after he shot four young
black men on a New York City subway train, turns him-
self in at a police station. Goetz was viewed by some
people as a hero, fighting back against his attackers. In
1987, a Manhattan jury acquitted Goetz of criminal as-
sault and attempted murder.

The City worked collaboratively with the Winters
Police Officers Association (WPOA) recognizing
the City’s current budget reflecting the difficult eco-
nomic conditions and the City’s need for sustain-
able reform, while recognizing the crucial public
safety service the WPOA members provide to the
citizens. Current employees receive a retirement
of 3 percent of compensation per year, with the
ability to retire at 55 years of age. The new formula
will be 2 percent of compensation, with the ability
to retire at 50 years of age. The new formula is ap-
plicable to local police members entering mem-
bership for the first time in the police classification
after the effective date of the change.

A Resolution of Intention, with documentation,

will initiate the process of amendment, and this Or-
dinance authorizes adoption of the Resolution of
Intention and other documents to complete the
amendment.
