Creek Crawdads and a
handmade arts and
crafts fair, which will
return on the first Sun-
day of every month, with
the exception of July,
when it will be held on
July 11.

“The market will be
returning with the best
of our first season,” says
market manager Ana
Kormos, noting the mar-
ket’s focus on local ven-
dors and products. In
addition to fresh pro-
duce, sustainable meats
will also be offered for
sale.

New to the market
this year is the “Market
Kitchen,” sponsored by
the Winters Healthcare
Foundation. The Mar-
ket Kitchen will provide
samples and tastings of
fresh market produce as
well as prepared foods
made directly from
products at the market.

Kormos says the pur-
pose of the kitchen is to
increase the sustain-
ability of the market by
offering produce sam-
ples and thereby en-
couraging market shop-
pers to buy produce
they haven’t tried be-
fore.

“We also want to pro-
vide education through
cooking demonstration
and recipes that in-
clude locally grown,
seasonal produce,” says
Kormos.

She says surveys from
last year’s market indi-
cated that customers
wanted more informa-
tion and ideas about
preparing the produce
available at the market.
Briggs & Co is donating
the shed for the kitchen,
and Shaunie Briggs will
be collaborating with
the Winters Healthcare
Foundation to offer the
Market Kitchen every
Sunday.

This year’s market
may require a bit of pa-
tience from shoppers
however, at least in the
beginning, because the
cool, wet spring pushed
some growers behind
schedule. Kormos says
some growers are wait-
ing for the crops to be
ready for harvest, and
will start coming to the
market a couple weeks
behind schedule. But
that doesn’t mean there
won’t be plenty of other
items in abundance.

“We still have an im-
pressive line up of
growers and food pro-
ducers ready to sell on
opening day,” says Kor-
mos.

This year’s market
vendors are Berryessa
Gap (wine), Cabral

Farms (olive oil and
nuts), Cache Creek Meat
Co. (organic chicken),
Grow Rite Farms (veg-
etables, eggs, strawber-
ries), M.J. Livestock
(grass-fed lamb), Or-
ange Wood Farms (gar-
den starts), Quinta del
Sol (olive oil), Sunshine
Farms (organic vegeta-
bles), Turkovich Family
Wines and Cheese
(wine, cheese, & honey),
Vue Farms (Asian veg-
etables and fresh flow-
ers), Judith Eash (pista-
chios and wool), Every-
thing Under the Sun (or-
ganic produce, dried
fruits), Heidi Wulff
(eggs, produce), Lucky
Dog (grass fed beef) and
Busalacchi Farms (con-
ventional produce).
Additional vendors
expected right from the
start include Ciocolat
(pastries), East West
Gourmet Afghan Food

(bolanis, and savory
spreads), El Pueblo
Taqueria (breakfast

burritos and tamales),
Santa Fe Tortillas (tor-

tillas), Steady Eddy’s
(coffee, tea, smoothies),
and Upper Crust Bakery
(breads, and cookies).
Other vendors include
Wildflower Naturals
(soaps, candles and
body butter), English
Hills Soap Company
(goat milk soap and lo-
tions).

The Winters Farmers
Market was made possi-
ble by a grant-funded
community health pro-
ject led by Winters
Healthcare. The grant
period is over, however,
so the market needs to
stand on its own now.

Kormos explains that
Winters Healthcare
handed the manage-
ment of the market over
to the Davis Farmers
Market Association
(DFMA), which played
an integral part in de-
veloping and imple-
menting the market. Ko-
rmos, who is the Direc-
tor of Health Education
and Outreach for Win-
ters Healthcare, will
continue managing the
market as she did last
year, and will work with
the DFMA in making
sure the market reflects
the Winters community.

Another program that
will return this year is
the Market Voucher
Program, sponsored by
Winters Healthcare.
Kormos will coordinate
this program again this
year, helping low-in-
come Winters residents
purchase fresh, local
produce at the market.
Just as she did last year,
Kormos is doing some
fancy juggling to keep
the market and its pro-
grams going, but she’s
taking on the challenge
with a positive outlook.

“I’'m looking forward
to a successful season. I
enjoy having the time at
the market to connect
with the community and
the local growers,” says
Kormos, adding that she
hopes local residents
will keep turning out on
Sundays to make the
market viable. “It’s very
important to keep in
mind that every market
takes time to grow, and
consumer support and
dedication to a local
food system provides
the foundation for that
growth. The more dol-
lars spent at each mar-
ket, the more likely that
the market will be able
to support additional
vendors and grow to be
successful.”

Helping to get that
growth going will be a
benefit concert for the
market on Saturday,
May 1, at 8:30 p.m. at The
Palms. Arann Harris
and the Greenstring
Farm Band, and Wyatt
Hesemeyer and Miss
Lonely Hearts will team
up for a great evening of
“roots music” and danc-
ing. Tickets are $20 and
all proceeds will help
fund live music at the
market every Sunday.

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There will be a 90 to
120 day negotiating pe-
riod in which the CDA
and Yackzan will work
on the terms for the de-
velopment of a project.

Greg Harrington of
the Yackzan Group said
he believesitis feasible
to create jobs and in-
crease tax revenue in
Winters and looks for-
ward to stimulating
Winters’ economy.

Also acting as the
CDA, an expenditure of
up to $40,000 dollars as
a result of the purchase
of the building at 314
Railroad Avenue was
also approved. Of that,

terms and the addition-
al $10,000 dollars will
be used as a cushion,
“just in case something

needs to be fixed,” said
City Manager John Don-
levy.

The current tenant,
Rory and Theresa Lin-
ton, owners of Cody’s
Restaurant, will contin-
ue to run their business
there uninterrupted
and will pay for repairs
while they are there.
The terms of the agree-

ment included a 30-
month lease at $375 dol-
lars a month. The ex-
penditure was ap-
proved unanimously.
Council member
Harold Anderson re-
cused himself due to
conflict of interest.

The council also
unanimously approved
three resolutions at last
week’s meeting. One
resolution declared
weeds and rubbish on
certain lots and parcels
within the city to be a
public nuisance and or-
dered proceedings to
abate these nuisances.
The fire chief or his rep-
resentative will be re-
sponsible for this.

A second authorized
the amendment and re-
statement of the city’s
employee retirement
plan. The city will adopt
the VALIC Retirement
Services Company Gov-
ernmental Volume Sub-
mitter Plan. This updat-
ed version complies
with the IRS regula-
tions to incorporate the
provisions of the Eco-
nomic Growth and Tax
relief Reconciliation
Act of2001.

The third resolution
encourages landlords
and property managers
of multi-unit housing to
designate at least 50
percent of existing
rental units as non-
smoking and to provide
smoking areas on the
property. It was noted

that second hand smoke
is a health hazard, and
smoke can seep into
shared units through
windows, walls, crawl
spaces and ventilation
systems. People may not
even be aware they are
being exposed to this.
The resolution is not
mandatory, however.

In other action, the
council endorsed a res-
olution for the admis-
sion of the Yocha Dehe
Wintun Nation to the
Yolo Emergency Com-
munications Agency.
The action recognizes
the tribe as a full part-
ner in regional emer-
gency services. They
are considered vital
partners in providing
emergency services in
the western part of the
county.

Last year, emergency
personnel based in
Rumsey responded to
approximately 600
calls, of which 40 per-
cent were not connect-
ed to their casino busi-
ness. This is due to the
fact that they are the
only emergency med-
ical team and full time
fire crews that respond
to dispatched calls at
any time.

The council also ap-
proved the proceedings
for the Annual Levy and
Collection of Assess-
ments for the City-Wide
Assessment District.
Additionally, the pro-
ceedings for the Annual

Levy and Collection of
Assessments were also
approved.

A presentation on the
Jan. 19, 2010 Ten-Year
Plan to End Homeless-
ness in Yolo County was
given by Janice
Critchlow, Yolo County
homeless coordinator.
Part of the plan empha-
sizes helping people
who have never been
homeless before and
preventing homeless-
ness in the first place.
Developing supportive
housing for extremely
low-income households
is also strongly support-
ed. This approach fo-
cuses on reducing the
number of unsheltered
homeless persons and
making the transition
out of homelessness
more effective.

City Council member
Tom Stone was appoint-
ed the primary repre-
sentative to serve on the
executive commission
and will oversee and
implement the plan.
Anderson will serve as
the secondary execu-
tive commissioner.
Commissioners are ap-
pointed for a three-year
term and meet at least
quarterly. The action
was approved unani-
mously.

The council meets
again on Tuesday, May
4, at 6:30 p.m. in the
council chambers at
City Hall.

of an anaerobic bio-
mass gasifier, Dixon
Ridge Farms is also
able to convert walnut
shells into energy,
which is used to power
parts of the farm, such
as the walnut dryers
and building heaters.

Lester’s goal is to be-
come completely ener-
gy self-sufficient by
2012, and through the
use of simple modifica-
tions such as air-locks
on doors, tighter door
seals, and better con-
trol on compressors, he
has managed to dramat-
ically decrease energy
usage and achieve 45
percent of his goal al-
ready. He is also in the
process of an experi-
mental project in which
char-ash from the
burned walnuts will be
put back into the or-
chard soil in hopes of
decreasing nitrous ox-
ide emissions and water
usage.

Lester said he hopes
the “Growing Green”
award will create more
public awareness about
sustainable farms and
the impact that they can
have on the environ-

ment.

“It’s quite an honor to
be able to receive (the
award) from such a
prestigious organiza-
tion. It validates a lot of
the work we’re trying to
do here for many, many
years and bring it to the
attention of others that
there is a direct linkage
between growing food
and the environment.
How we take care of our
environment will allow
us to continue to sus-
tainably grow food —
that’s what the message
is all about.”

As a farmer, Lester
said he has heard both
consumers and other
farmers express doubts
about sustainable farm-
ing, something he at-
tributes to misinforma-
tion and hopes to model
otherwise.

“People thinking that
agriculture is doing a
tremendous amounts of
damage and (farmers)
want to kill the earth,
and on the farmers side
thinking, ‘Oh there’s
nothing I can do and
still stay in business.’ I
want to show that both
of these are misconcep-
tions.”

According to Lester,
there is currently a lack
of connection between

the consumer and the
farmer, which he
strongly believes to be
harmful to the liveli-
hood of farmers, the
quality of food, and the
well being of the planet.

“I would like to en-
courage consumers to
do their best to support
local agriculture, sus-
tainable agriculture
and particularly domes-
tic agriculture. It’s criti-
cally important for our
country,” Lester said.
“We, especially in Cali-
fornia, have a wonder-
ful environment to be
able to continue to sup-
ply our own food needs
as well as much of the
United States and the
world, but we’re not ap-
preciating that as much
as we should. And a lot
ofthat has to do with the
fact that there’s not that
local support.”

To stimulate local
agriculture, Lester en-
courages consumers to
support local farmers
markets, community
supported agriculture,
and to ask grocery
stores to buy from local
producers. In addition,
Lester wants con-
sumers to understand
that extra money they
may spend to buy local,
organic food is not only

Dan Schrupp had no
idea that he wanted to
be a firefighter.

The book relives how
the Fridaes and his par-
ents ventured into Com-
munist Romania to visit
for the first time rela-
tives they had never
met.

Pilgrim Notes was
originally written and
published in limited
quantity in 1974. The
publisher of the Blue
Moon asked Fridae to
submit the first chapter
of the book for the Blue
Moon so that readers in
the Davis area could get
a taste of the intrigue
and drama of the larger
book. Fridae is working
on getting the entire
book republished.

les for a fire on the free-
way.

“We got to drive
through LA as part of a
15 engine convoy, full
lights and sirens, CHP
parted the traffic in
front of us...and then we
came to the fire, CHP
pulled off, our engines
came right into the
smoke, there were no
cars on the freeway, and
we had 20-30 foot flames
on either side of the
freeway coming down
across us.”

For all the training
and experience that he
has acquired over the
years, Schrupp credits
the Winters Fire De-
partment for being so
hands-on with volun-
teers.

“Definitely one of the
best things around here
is the guys here and the
amount that they’re
willing to dedicate to
helping you figure out if

this is what you want to
do. They’ll train you —1I
don’t think I've ever
heard ‘no’ when I've
asked if they can teach
me something.”

Schrupp said he high-
ly recommends the vol-
unteer program for any-
one who is curious
about becoming a fire-
fighter because it pro-
vides first-hand experi-
ence with fire service
responsibilities.

“People that are
thinking about becom-
ing a firefighter, I'd say
give it a shot.

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Women helping women

through pregnancy, childbirth

The Winters Health-
care Foundation has ex-
panded its services to
include a prenatal pro-
gram to assist women
through the pregnancy
process. The program
takes a more holistic ap-
proach to pregnancy,
and in an attempt to ac-
commodate the physi-
cal, mental and emo-
tional needs of women,
the center is outfitted
with a bi-lingual staff, a
registered dietician,
psychologist, mid-wife,
health educator, and a
lactation consultant.
The center also takes
advantage of the Sweet
Success program, which
assists women with ges-
tational diabetes man-
agement.

All women are eligi-
ble for the program, re-
gardless of age, or insur-
ance. To provide full
support to patients, a
fully staffed clinic is
available every Wednes-
day evening and a mid-
wife is always available
to patients 24 hours a
day.

Physician’s assistant
and midwife, Amy Mor-
gan explained that the
program is designed to
assist women through
pregnancy in any way
needed.

“That’s an important
philosophy that goes
along with our program,
just being accessible to
women so that they feel
that they’re just really
embraced with support
from people that know
them and know that they
can feel comfortable
with — that’s what we’re
trying to create here.”

Morgan goes on many
home visits as part of
the program’s post-par-
tum service, ensuring
that every woman and
baby are assessed in
their home at least once
after birth to address
any issues a mother may
have in caring for her-

self and her baby. Mor-
gan said that the home
visits enable patients to
receive care in a more
personal way, encourag-
ing more women to
reach out for help when
needed.

“I found that by doing
a home visit and making
that connection and see-
ing them in their own
space, they’re (patients)
more likely to feel com-
fortable calling us if
there’s something that
comes up during the
post-partum period.”

To Dbetter care for
women during pregnan-
cy, the program’s staff
highly encourages pa-
tients to come into the
center regularly and
within the first
trimester. As a way to
encourage consistent
medical visits, the pro-
gram offers a free car
seat to patients after
they have attended 10
appointments.

The center is also
hosting a bilingual vol-
unteer doula program
beginning May 22 in an
attempt to provide an-
other outlet of support
for patients. A doulaisa
person with special

training to assist and
supporta woman during
birth, ensuring that a
woman is getting and
doing everything that
she needs to have a
smooth labor process.

Clinic Manager Nor-
ma Adame also acts as a
trained doula, but as
her services are limited
— volunteers are invit-
ed to participate in the
upcoming program.
Having a doula is some-
thing that Morgan high-
ly recommends for preg-
nant women, as the ben-
efits can be immense.

“Many studies show
that women who have
had a doula in labor and
birth have a lot less ce-
sarean section, a lot less
medication, and a lot
less intervention,” Mor-
gan said.

Morgan said the op-
portunity to impact
women in a positive way
and provide support
through the pregnancy
process is the driving
force of the program,
and something she
takes joy in being a part
of.

“I love it and I feel
like birth is one way
that women can really

be empowered through
the experience if they
can just have that sup-
port and have that
knowledge. That’s our
goal — that every
woman should feel
loved and nurtured and
supported throughout
the whole process be-
cause she’s growing a
baby. She’s growing new
life, and that takes a lot
of work,” Morgan said.

Adame urges women
to utilize the program,
underlining the fact
that it offers a compre-
hensive support system
that can be beneficial to
a woman’s health dur-
ing pregnancy.

“This program is real-
ly taking a leap forward
to providing excellent
prenatal care. Pregnan-
cy is really an emotion-
al journey for women —
it’s not just physical.
Anyone deserves a well-
rounded team for such a
life changing process,”
Adame said.

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DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
What can you tell me
about a low sodium lev-
el? My visiting friend
(from England) was re-
fused embarkation on
his cruise because he
was acting belligerent

and confused. The
ship's doctor sent him to
a hospital. He had

scans, an EEG and nu-
merous blood and urine
tests. Everything was
normal except he had
low sodium. His insur-
ance carrier sent a doc-
tor from England to ac-
company him on a flight
back to London. He has
since seen his own doc-
tor. His sodium level
has risen. What hap-
pened tohim? - B.L.

ANSWER: Sodium has
many functions. It
keeps body fluids at the
right level. It maintains
blood pressure. It's es-
sential for muscle con-
tractions. It partici-
pates in generating the
heartbeat. It carries a
positive electric
charge, so it balances
the negatively charged
body substances.

A drop in blood sodium
leads to fatigue, nausea
and weakness. If the
level dips farther, peo-
ple become confused
and dizzy. At very low
levels, they could have a
seizure and lapse into a
coma.

Your friend's doctor
has the task of finding
out why your friend's
sodium level fell. In
quite a few instances, it
comes about from an in-
appropriaterelease ofa
body hormone called
ADH, antidiuretic hor-
mone. This hormone
stops kidney urine pro-
duction. The result is
too much water in the
body. The extra water
dilutes sodium and pro-
duces a low reading.
Liver diseases, troubles
with the adrenal glands
and a sluggish thyroid
gland are other causes
for a lowering of blood
sodium.

Restoring the body's
sodium content is not
too difficult. Tracking

the reason why it
dropped is.

Has your friend's
mental function nor-

malized now that his
sodium level has re-
turned to normal? If it
has not, then his doctor
has to look for explana-
tions of his erratic be-
havior that have noth-
ing to do with his sodi-
um.

Arizona se endurece

El estado de Arizona desde la
semana pasada se convirtié en el
primer estado en el pais en crim-
inalizar la presencia de indocu-
mentados y otorgar funciones
migratorias a policias locales al
aprobar laley estatal mas severa
en la nacién contra la inmi-
gracion ilegal. La ley que firmo
la gobernadora Jan Brewer, ha
iniciado un fuerte debate en
todo el pais, la firma de esta ley
ahora ha llevado a los demas
estados a estar atentos y ver de
qué manera trabajara en Ari-
zona, pero lo que si es cierto es
que estaleylo que hace es que se
hace mas necesario que el gob-
ierno de Obama haga algo y que
lo haga pronto, para evitar que
otros estados empiecen a seguir
al estado de Arizona.

Lagobernadora aseguro que la
nueva ley no va a violar los dere-
chos civiles de los residentes de
Arizona, de acuerdo a la gober-
nadora la ley sera aplicada por
igual, sin importar laraza, el col-
or de piel o el acento de las per-
sonas. Aseguro también que esta
ley representa un paso adelante
para proteger a Arizonay afirmé
que la ley se convertira en una
nueva herramienta para atajar
un problema que el Gobierno
federal ha fallado en resolver.

Mas bien es otro ejemplo de los

A las andanzas del dudosa-
mente célebre Alguacil Joe
Arpaio, con su aplicacién
extrema delaseccion287(g)dela
ley de inmigracién, se suma
Brewer y su desatinada decision
de promulgar otra medida que
dara pie a que se oficialice ese
uso de perfiles raciales.

La ley 1070 convierte en delito
menor la presencia de inmi-
grantes indocumentados en el
estado, otorga a los departamen-
tos policiacos la autoridad de
cuestionar el estatus de una
persona si existe ‘“sospecha

razonable” de que se encuentra
ilegalmente en el pais.

También contempla penaliza-
ciones a quienes transporten o
dentrabajo aunindocumentadoy
otorga el derecho a cualquier
persona de demandar a los depar-
tamentos policiacos, agencias
estatales o ciudades que
no apliquen las nuevas regula-
ciones. La gobernadora prometio
que las agencias del orden estatal
y local tendran un nuevo entre-
namiento que incluira lo que esy
lo que no es una “sospecha razon-
able” de que una persona se
encuentre de manera ilegal en el
pais.

La gobernadora ordenara que
se tomen los pasos necesarios
para que una vez que la nueva
ley entre en vigor, los departa-
mentos de policia del estado ya
hayan recibido entrenamiento
para que puedan identificar a
los que pudieran ser sospe-
chosos de ser ilegales de los que
no lo son. Segun ella no va a tol-
erar el perfil racial, pero sabe-
mos que a la policia esto no le
importa.

La ley sb1070 fue creada para
combatir la violencia y el trafico
de drogas y de humanos en la
frontera y tiene como finalidad
proteger a los ciudadanos de
Arizona. La gobernadora dijo
también que ya que el gobierno
federal no ha hecho nada para
resolver la situacién migratoria,
el estado de Arizona se vio forza-
do a actuar en ese sentido.

La nueva ley estatal convierte
también en un delito menor si un
extranjero no trae consigo sus
documentos  migratorios al
momento de ser detenido por las
autoridades, algo que de acuer-
do con Brewer también contem-
plan las leyes federales de inmi-
gracion. Actualmente en el esta-
do de Arizona, donde segun
cifras oficiales viven 460.000
indocumentados, hay 170 agen-
cias del orden, las cuales en con-
junto cuentan con mas de 16.000
agentes.

La gobernadora dijo estar al
tanto de las posibles demandas

conlasleyesfederales porlo que
espera sobreviva a cualquier
reto legal. La ley 1070 entrara en
vigor 90 dias después de que el
Legislativo estatal finalice su
presente sesién, lo que podria
ocurrir a finales de mayo.

Estos son los parrafos princi-
pales delanuevaleyen Arizona.

Las
infracciones se consideraran un
delito menor, que se sancionara
hasta con seis meses de prisiéony
con una multa de 2.500 délares.
En caso de que una personarein-
cida, se considerara que ha
cometido un delito grave.

Laleyrequiere que los agentes
policiales “hagan un intento
razonable” por determinar la
situaciéon migratoria de una per-
sona, si hay una “sospecha
razonable” de que se trata de un
inmigrante indocumentado. La
raza, el color de la piel o la
nacionalidad podrian no ser los
Unicos aspectos a considerar en
la implementacién de esta ley.
Pueden hacerse excepciones
cuando ello ponga en riesgo una
investigacion.

Se permitiran demandas con-
tra agencias del gobierno local o
estatal cuyas politicas obstruyan
el cumplimiento de las nuevas
leyes migratorias. Se impon-
drian multas civiles diarias de
entre 1.000 y 5.000 délares. Hay
una ley pendiente, que reduciria
la sancion minima a la mitad, 500
délares.

La ley busca combatir la con-
trataciéon de indocumentados
como jornaleros, al prohibir que
la gente detenga un vehiculo en
una carretera para ofrecer su
trabajo. Prohibe también que
una persona se suba a un vehicu-
lo detenido en una calle para
que se le contrate, si ello
obstruye el transito.

La ley entraria en efecto para
finales de julio o principios de
agosto.
